A Hundred Years Ago.

hmotmcunos.beﬂmﬂnl
with the 1st of January last, of re-
printing items from its own columns
for the corresponding day of a century
earlier, The London Times on April 2

last. printed the following, which
throws a vivid light on the social con-
ditions of the day:—

Crediton. Devonshire.

(Extract of a letter, dated March 30.)

“We have dreadful times here. The
high price of provisions puts it beyond
the reach of labor to get them, and the
poor of this town have been in.a tu-
mult and riot for .everal days, in
bodies of 400 and 500 each. They have
called on all the corn-growers round
this district, with & petition in one
hand and a halter in the other, threat-
ening those who refuse to sign to bring
their corn at 1s, a bushel, butter at
9d., and potatoes at 8d. a peck, to the
market, with death.

“Fear has operated on the farmers,
and they brought corn last Saturday
on the plan of the petition. We have
been called on, and desired to do al
in our power to employ all idle hands
in the weaving line, to prevent their
assembling; we have promised to do
all we can, dreading the consequence.
I was Obliged to iend to laborers last
week £30 to purchase corn; and, in-
deed, I am afraid to deny them.

“While writing this, our .volunteers
are calling out by beat of drum, to
stop the Exeter mob frofn coming
here. The Horse are also called out
(I mean the Yeomanry Cavalry) as
the military in Exeter are gone t0
Honiton and Tiverton to quell the mob
there.”

Nature's Invgsions,

Hard times have brought the squir-
rels to the city. As with bipeds, it is
not the love of excitement, for that is
a matter of temperament rather than
of circumstances and surroundings. A
squirrel can revel in the joys of life un-
der any conditions so long as life is
possible. Hard times provoke migra-
tion, and the city is chosen because its
existence is known. The squirrels have
had a terrible winter.; The little brown
cone-leaves scattered on the snow un-
der the hemlock trees are as sure a
sign of economic depression among the
squirrels as the stalking abroad of
crime and want in the biped world.
Times are indeed hard, for the squir-
rels are eating hemlock seeds. All last
fall, their usual busy season, they had
no work. The acorns failed, the beech
nuts did not appear, and a hickory nut
was' a rare curiosity. When they should
have been busy laying up stores for the
winter they perched disconsolately in
the trees, or loitered in sunny spots
discussing the scarcity of work and the
need of a change of Government. They
had no spirit, no courage. They would
not squat on all fours and vociferously
scold an intruder from a safe perch,
as in the busy time, when every inter-
ruption meant a loss of wages. When
they sat at meat on their haunches,
with tails elevated, they did not nibble
with the usual seif-absorbed satisfac+
tion. The outlook was decidedly bad.
Had the winter proven mild, with the
relief of frequent thaws, the scanty
hoardings might have proved sufficlent.
But now the squirrels are confronted
by actual want. They are eating all
kinds of unwholesome and disagree-
able food, and are invading the city to
gather scraps and fragments from
lanes and back yards, It Is a sadden-
ing fall from a proud position. Squir-
rels will be scarce for a season, and
no enlightened specialist will appear
to dignify with lengthy and classical
names the wasting effects of a lack, of
nourishment.

It is pleasant
scurrying about

to see them
on the naked
trees or darting with undulat-
ing gait over the sheds or along
the lane fences. Hunger has brought
them, and they afford most satisfying
opportunities for benevolence and hu-
mane work. They are much more com-
forting than the human poor, for there
{s never any uncertainty as to the use
they make of charitable offerings.
There is a little fellow on -the limb,
squatting with his elbows to his knees,
and his wavy tail curved aloft _over
his back and above his head. There
{s more thankfulness in the vigorous
working of his jaws on a hard crust
than in the peroration of a profession-
al over a ten-<cent piece. If we were
but certain that the squirrels would be
always lean and hungry we could dis-
pense with the poor entirely, and would
not miss them, even if they should
grow into affluence on a rising labor
market.

Squirrels . are companionable little
people, and if they do perch on a limb
and scold occasionally without provo-
cation no one need bé so sensitive as
to feel resentful. They have their
troubles, and somebody must afford a
vent for their pent-up feelings. They
have their calamities, too, when crowd-
ing misery is too deep for utterance,
One lingering winter, when freezing
rain and thawing snow broke down
miles of telephone wires in the city,
and stripped the suburban woods of
their most promising brafiches, the
squirrels were the heaviest losers and
greatest sufferers. The Rosedale wolf
was then at the height of his fame, and
the honor of his acquaintance was eag-
erly sought. With the confusion of
many footmarks buried under deep,
soft snow, the prospect of finding his
track was falr and tempting. But the
only unregistered object found in the
desolate and ice-encrusted ravines was
a solitary squirrél, imprisoned in his
home,. some 30 feet from the ground.
The oak in which he had taken up his
residence was coated with a layer of
glistening ice. It was thawing with
the returning warmth, and the water
that trickled down between the ice and
the bark made an infinite variety of
mottled patterns visible through the
glassy coating. The lonely squirrel
put his head out of a hole in the tree
and looked about on' the lce-encased
jlandscape. His former path to the
ground was as smooth as glass. Every-
thing perpendicular was cased in ice,
and every horizontal surface bove its
weight of snow. He looked at the in-
truder, then out over the uninviting, in-
accessible prospect, and an expression
of unutterable disgust icame over his
features as he drew back out of sight.
