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Farm and Household.

New flay Curing Process.
TBI ENSILAGE METHOD.

The Fredericton Capital of 25th 
•July says : A representative of The 
Capital paid a visit to “The Ridges,” 
a beautifully situated farm owned by 
George B. Stop ford, Esq., about two 
miles below this city. Mr. Stopford 
was found busy packing clover and 
timothy in his eilo, and received our 
representative with a cordial welcome.

THE SILO.
This is a building so constructed 

as to be proof, as far aa possible, 
against air, frost and water, and is 
used for packing away green clover, 
timothy and other winter stock fod­
der. Mr. Stopford’s ailo is 58 J by 
1 Sj-feet on the ground, and has ten 
feet posts. The foundation is laid 
in -thick stone and mortar walls. 
The sides and ends were first double 
boards, with tongued and grooved 
boards inside. A dead air space 
intervenes between this and a lathed 
and plastered wall. Inside this 
wall is another covering of tongued 
and grooved hemlock plank, com­
pleting the inner finish. On the 
outside, over the frame, first there 
Is a covering of tongued and groov­
ed boards, then a coating of thick 
tar-paper before the clapboards are 
put on. Equal care is also given to 
the roof. The clover, timothy, corn 
or other fodder is cut down when 
dry and immediately put into this 
building, without allowing it to got 
any more sunshine than possible. 
When put in, the clover, Ac., is 
tramped solid, and the building kept 
closed tight. After the building is 
filled, planks are put over the top 
and gravel tubs placed upon them 
with weight sufficient to bear 150 
pounds upon each square foot.. If 
properly filled, a silo of the above 
size will hold from 290 to 300 tons 
of fodder, which comes out in the 
winter perfectly green, and as near 
like green hay as possible.

Last year Mr. Stopford experi­
mented with green corn in a small 
building, and met with such success 
as to warrant a building on a larger 
scale, into which ho will, this year, 
pack about all his winter feed

On the floor of the silo a small car 
track is laid leading to the mangers 
of his stables, aed upon this the 
fodder can be conveniently transfer­
red into the barns. Besides the 
clover and timothy now being stow­
ed, Mr. Stopford has several acres 
of corn growing, also some late oats 
and peas mixed, which he intends 
treating in the same manner when 
fit to cut. Should this -process 
prove successful, a large amount of 
winter food for the farmers’ stock 
will be saved, also a great amount 
of space in barn room, which is now 
required for stowing the loose hay, 
This farm fully repays a visit by any 
one interested in farming upon im­
proved and scientific principles, 
whom we are sure will be made wel­
come by the genial proprietor at any 
time.

The Turnip drop.
The turnip crop is one of the most 

important in our system of fains 
rotation, but it is one that is more 
generally neglected than any other. 
It is not so valuable a crop as 
parsnips, carrots or beets, as far as 
its feeding value is concerned, but it 
can be produced at less cost than 
the others. Beets, carrots and 
parsnips should go in early, in order 
to get a good start in growth, but 
we have the advantage of being able 
to defer the putting in of turnip 
seed till July, after the new crop of 
seed is ready, and cultivation is car­
ried on during a period when no 
other crops are being seeded. Con­
sidering the cost of production, the 
turnip should be a special one on 
every farm. They keep well during 
the winter, and not only serve an 
excellent purpose when sliced and 
fed in the raw state to stock, but 
can also be be cooked and mixed 
with other food. Not only arc the 
roots valuable, but the tops also— 
there is no part wasted. By weight 
they produce heavily, and are not 
deficient in bulk when compared 
with many other crops. .

The largest yield in one 
day was 86 pounds ; in a month 
4,196 sounds. »

No Luncheon.
Five houre, at least, should inter­

vene between each meal. A 
luncheon of any kind, even milk it­
self, if pat into the stomach before 
it had disposed of the proviens meal, 
and rested is harmful. Lniehea be­
tween meals, nibblingat cake,candy, 
fruit, at anything that must be 
digested, .keeps the stomach at 
work, and robs it of rest absolutely 
needed. Even beer and sugared 
drinks have to be digested. The 
feeling of faintness, of “ goneness ” 
experienced in the hay or harvest 
field, usually comes from the die. 
tsrbsnce of a hearty breakfast or 
dinner that, by reason of hard work 
and depressing heat is still un­
digested. The luncheon quiets it, 
but partially unfits the stomach for 
attaking the next meal ; the beat 
way is to do without the luncheon ; 
stop work when too weary to go 
further, and rest at least fifteen or 
twenty minutes before taking food ; 
then rest a little more and gradual­
ly push on to one’s fall measure of 
strength. Attention IN these mat- 
tors will wonderfully increase the 
amount of work, mental and physi­
cal, wbieh one can accomplish dur­
ing a year, or a series of years.

Barn Manure.
A ton of Barn yard manure of the 

average sort contains not far from 
13 pounds of nitrogen, 64 pounds of 
phosphoric acid, and not far from 15 
pounds of potash. These three 
substances arc the ones of greatest 
fertilizing worth, and for them the 
manure is cared for and applied to 
the land. It is not said that the 
rest, and great bulk of the ton, is of 
no use, but the manure would be of 
no great vaine without those. Har­
ris, in his Talks on Manure, says : 
“ We draw out a ton of fresh man­
ure and spread it on the land in 
order to furnish the growing crops 
with 12} pounds of nitrogen, 64 
pounds of phosphoric acid, and 13 j. 
pounds of potash—less than 33 
pound» in all ! ” He says we shonld 
try and make richer manure, be­
cause it costs no more to draw out 
and spread a ton of manure contain­
ing CO pounds of nitrogen and the 
other essentials in like proportion.

About Hens.
It is convenient to have two bene 

hatching at the same time ; for not 
only if accidents happen may the 
two broods be united, but on the 
hatching day it constantly occurs 
that, to prevent the newly born 
chicks being crushed by the eggs 
that arc behind them, we wish to 
give all that are hatched to one hen, 
while the other takes charge of the 
eggs alone. Not only does this 
give security to the chicks, whe ran 
great hazard of being crashed by 
the eggs if they are kept for any 
prolonged space under their mother, 
but Ihe unhatchcd eggs also stand a 
far better chance ; for when a ban 
finds chickens under her she site 
higher from the eggs, and less 
warmth is afforded them at the time 
they require most.—Exchange.

Storage of Grain.
Grain ia subject to loss in storage, 

but an ingenious Frenchman has hit 
upon a method which appears to be 
practical, cheap and effective. It 
is to store it in sheet-iron cylinders 
of about 300 bushels capacity, and 
so made that they can be hermetical­
ly sealed, and with an air-pnmp ar­
rangement by which a vacuum can 
be produced. Wheat, flour and 
bread thus stored for seven menthe 
were found to be in a superior state 
of preservation. The cylinders can 
be placed anywhere, and the coat is 
said to be less than that of ordinary 
storage I11 a granary. The contents 
are safe from fire and watoiyae also 
from Insects and rats. Thowacnum, 
it is claimed, kills parasitic Insects, 
prevents fermentation and dries the 
grain.

Consumption.

The Island of Ischia.
Isohla is an island seven miles 

long and four broad, having an area 
of 26 square mites, lying at the en­
trance of the Bay of Naples. Ite 
coasts are deep end rocky ; its val­
leys extraordinary fertile, and le a 
favorite watering place for rich 
Romane and Neapolitans owing to 
several thermal- springs scattered 
throogheot the.
