DORCHESTER RECORDS.

The Court of Common Pleas.

No. 2.

The first Court of Common Pleas
held in Wostmorland after the es-
tablishment of the Province was on
5th July, 1785, at Westmorland
Point. There were present :—

Jotham Gay,

James Law, M.u_:.z.nm-.
Charles Dixon,
Amos Botsford, Associate Justice.

Amos Botsford was also Clerk of
the Peace. Ambrose Sherman was
High Sheriff. In Sept. 1807, Rich-
ard Wilson’s name occurs for the
Grst time as a presiding Judge.
The first cause entered was Spiller
Fillmore vs. Robert Cain, wbich
was continued till the following
year and a verdict ‘obtained by the
plaintiff for £2. 2s. 0d. The seeond
case was Amy Ayre ve. Charles
Harper. This was tried in July,
1786. It was an aetion for trover
and conversion. . The jury were
as follows : Beling S. Williams, Josh-
na Horton, Ww. Williams, Marcus
Myers, Stephen Ward, Daniel
Ryan, Jabez Rundle, William Tren-
holm, Samuel Williams, Michael
Taylor, Charles Moore, John Derry.
The plaintiff recovered £12. damages
and £4. 10s. 2d. eosts. The first
contested case was Martin Creary
vs. Timothy McCarthy. The Petit

Jury sworn were: Elijah Ayres,
foreman, Michael Taylor, David
Alverson, John Nesbit, William

Jones, Nemiah Ward, Henry Stultz,
Thomas Harrison, Spiller Fillmore,
Marcus Mvers, Mickael Burk, John
Myers. The plsintiff recovered the
sum of £5. 15s. bd. and £4. 13s. 2d.
costs.

At the Junuary Court, some six
causes were entered ; at the follow-
ing July Court some eight were
entered. In 1787, Thomas Chandler,
lsq., appears as Deputy Asseciate
Justice. From the records, he ap-
pears to bave alternated between the
Bench and the Bar; sometimes pre-
siding and at other times pleading
and making motions before the
Court. He was the father of the
legal profession in this County, no
other lawyer appesring before the
eourts ut this date. He was a
brother of the first Sheriff Chandler
of Cumberland.

These were halycon days for suit-
ers—only one lawyer in the whole
county, and no counsel fees to pay.
‘Praintitfs—as-wel-as-Defendants ap-
peared in person, and every one
could revel to the top of his bent in
cheap law. This happy state of
things was daly appreciated. Courts
were beld in March, June, Septem-
ber and December. The docket of
first court held in Dorchester (April
1801) had no less than 22 cases for
tnial!  The population of the county
in 1803, as appears by a record left
by Amos Botsford, was 3,046. This
included 19 slaves. The population
of the same territory to-day is pro-
bably 65,000.

It wou'd be easy to prove from
the records of the old Common Pleas
of Westworland, that the mission of
lawyers is te wave the olive branch
of peaco between litigants thirsting
for each other’s gore—the litigation
of the present day bearing no propor-
tion, constdering population, to the
amouwt indulged in by our pugna-
cious progenitors. This happy state
of lawlessness was interrupted by
the advent of the late Judge Bots-
ford, who first appears acting as
Connsel in Sept. 1807, in the suit of
William Harper vs. Jehn Long.
Soon after, the name of the late
Hon. James Shaonon Morse, of Nova
Scotia, appears as an opponent of
M. Botsford, plesding at the local
Bar. Then cemes the late Judge
Stewart. Fourteen years after Mr
Botsford, the late Tsieut.-Governor
Chandler. The first «uit the Iatter’s
name appears is in December 1821,
Francis Wheton ve. David Foster,
Mr. Debarres being for the Plaintifl.
The Juty were Charles Dixon, Wm.
Trevholm, Abraham Dobson, John
Patterson, Jr., Samuel Estabrooks,
Josiah Iicks, George Robinson,
Robert Fawcett, Jonathan Smith,
Thomas Brewnell, John Ilumpbrey
and George Lawrence. Justico Gay
presided. The Jury returned a ver-
diet of 13 for Plaintiff. For the
next twenty years, Messrs. Chandler
and the Stewarts enjoyed almost a
monopoly of the business.

In July 1787, there appears the
names as Plaintiffs of the firms of
Dewolf & Prentice, Paimer&Knapp,
and Hugh McMonagle, Titus Knapp,
Ralph Siddall; Thos. Scurr, Moses
Delesdernier, Thos. Watsen, Samue!
Cornwall, Charles Baker, Jonathan
Eddy, Philip Marehineton, Peter
Etter, Geo. Bulmer, Richard Wilson,
James Charters, Wm. Freeman, Gil-
bert Seaman, Charles H. Chandler,
father of the late Lieut. Governor.
Palmer & Knapp were traders at
the Point; Mr. Palmer was Gideen,
father of Mr. Jobn Palmer, Dor-
chester. Hugh McMonagle was an
immigrant from the North of Ire-
land. He did business as a trader
at Mount Whatiey. He was eleécted
member for Westmorland apd was
drowned in the St. Jobn river While
on his way to Fredericton to attend
the session. His widow sold his
property to the late John Truemsn.
Mr. J. G. Moir oceupies it at pres-
ent. Jonathan Eddy’s name is con-
nected with tho Eddy war and will
hereafter bo treated of.

In the January 1791 Court, the
case of Benedict Arnold, Esq., vs.
John Lockhart was entered. The
record shows that “‘Benedict Arnold,
Esq.,” recovered judgment for £4 Os.
9d. damages. The association of
names with the illustrions traitor is
at least suggestive, and there is ne
reasen to doubt that this plaintiff is
the Major General himself.

"The last Court held at Westmor-
land was in January 1801, The
April Court opened at the House of
Elijah Ayer, Dorchester, the new
Court House not being ready for
occupation, the Justices being James
Law and Charles Dixon, Esquires.
The first suit in the decket was
Ralph Siddall vs. Samuel McCully,
in which the Court assessed damages

at £24 138, 4d. (

On the Wing.
From Saockville to Richibucto via the Four Cor-
ners, Towse's, A Shediao,
Buotouche, Ohockfish and Kingston.

It is in the vicinity of the Four
Corners that the Wheatons and Faw-
cetts and Ceorges and Hicks and
Thompsons, the great stock kings of
‘Westmorland, flourish and grow rich.
The Messrs. A. & W. W. Fawcett,
the gentlemen who offered to relieve
the Government of their pure-bred
stock “ Elephant,” own large areas of
marsh in both the parishes of Sack-
ville and Westmorland.

The last four of the six miles be-
tween the Corner and Towse'’s is
through bushes and trees of a larger
growth, and does not offer much
variety to the eye. The farm of Mr.
Robert Main and the mill property of
Mr. Dixon, although near this road,
cannot be seen on account of the
bushes. We found Mr. and Mrs.
Tewse, junior, attentive and obliging,
and got hitched up to start from there
just as the clouds began togive off some
of the superabundance of moisture
with which they, too, have been
charged for some time. The shower,
however, was short, but not so the
twenty mile drive from Towse’s to
Shediac. The French settlement of
Aboushagan comes first after getting
past the long miles of woods, and the
day we passed through this home of
the Acadian, it did not prelent to the
eye evidence of first-class farming.
It is not safe, however, to judge by
appearance, as some of the farmers in
this district last year raised as much
as 100 bushels of wheat, and others
500 bushels of oats. Neither the
cattle or pigs on this route seem to
have been improved up to the Hmit
of the possible. But to put pure-
bred cattle in pastures where bulls-
eye, daisies, dispute supremacy with
yellow-weed and thistles would soon
reduce them as low as the present
stock, and possibly a trifle lower. A
Catholic chapel— large building and
finely situated—furnishes church ac-
commodation for this settlement.
About [five miles from this chapel
we passed by another large one in the
parish of Barachois. As we were
getting nearer Shediac the mud was
deeper and it reached its greatest
depth in the town itself, where there
was not a dry spot to put our feet on
except- on the side-walks.  Risking
an old but very cordial invitation we
knocked at the door of a private
house and received a most hearty
welcome, _one that took away all
restraint and made you feel as if at
your own fireside. Shediac, as a
summer resort, is not this season do-
ing quite its usual business. The
place shows evidence of growth, but
there is yet, however, plenty of room
for expansion. The lobster business
that has sprung up the last few years
all along this coast has added consid-
orably to the trade of Shediac. A
large number of the tins and packing
boxes are made here. Trade general-
ly is reported fair. The spring sales
at the shoe factory of Mes Harper
& Webster are given as satisfactory.
From Shediac station to Cocagne, a
distance of ten miles, the road leads
through what is known as Old She-
diac, which has improved very much
agriculturally in the last few years.
This improvement has been brought
about in part by the useof mussel mud,
of which there is an abundance on
this coast. It is a little singular that
this mud should be so beneficial to
growing crops in Shediac, while ex-
periments with it made by the farm-
ers in Shemogue and along that coast
have resulted in the almost entire
abandonment of its use. Cocagne is
a village stretching along the banks
of a small river of that name. The
inhabitants are chiefly French. Farm-
ing and fishing in a small way are the
occupations of the people. Ilere
the sun first shone out since leaving
home, and a pleasant drive of twelve
miles brought us to Big Buctouche.
There are two Buctouches, Little and

Big. There are some fine farms and
farming land on both rivers, which
are about two miles apart. The village

is growing, and has a clean smart
look that predicts advancement. It
is near here that the Rev. Mr. Mur-
ray, one of the lobster kings of the
North, carries cn his- business of
lobster packing in connection with
his spiritual administrations.

Soen after leaving Buctouche we
noticed a wan aud boy in a potato
field in charge of a piece of ma-
chinery of some kind, and a number
of persons looking over the fence,
apparently inspecting the article.
Asking if the article inspected was a
cultivator, the reply was ‘“no, it is a
potato bugger.” Never having scen
this invention, we teok this op-
portunity of examining it and work-
ing or guiding it, while the motive
power—a boy about twelve years
old—drew it along between the
rows, and, Mr. Editor, it seemed to
do the work admirably. There was
about a peck of bugs and leaves in
the bex where they had beev caught
by the revolving shaft, gathered
from seven or eight rows in asix
acre field. The potatoes looked first.-
rate at a distance, but considerably
perforated on closer observation,
Frem Richibucto to Kingston, a
distance of fourteen miles, you pass
the French settlement of Checkfish,
which is on a small stream of that
name, and also cross the Scotch
Settlement of Galloway, but you see
very little of the latter as 1t runs
east and west, and the road
crosses from south to north. We
have driven through a part of this
scettlement since, however, and found
some fine farms. Among them
those of Messrs. Robert Mains,
Thomas Girvens and Anthony Me-
Nairn. On the latter farm was
one of the finest Ayrshire bulls we
have seen—an importation from
Ontarie by 'the Kent Agricultural
Society. Scotch thrift and industry
bave been well rewarded here as it 18
anywhere in this province. I was
sorry to see these farms growing up|
again -that had been deserted by
their owners for the prairies of

the West. Kingston is on’ both
sides of the Richibueto river,
about soven miles from its

mouth, and about three above the

little village, depending for its
prosperity in the past upem lumber-
ing, ship building, and the country
trade. These sourees of wealth just
pow seem to be drying up. The I.
C. R. and cheap goods at Moncton
have attracted a certain awount of
the upper county trade, and neither
lumbering ner shipbuilding are car-
ried on to the same extent as former-
ly. Under these circumstances the
solid men of Kingston—and there is
a lot of them—the savings bank is
full of money—are moving in the
direction of starting some manufac-
turing industries. The particalar
industry that they are wrestling
with now is a pulp factery whiech
must surely be a success if managed
right. Your correspendent would
suggest to them as modestly as pos-
sible that the fishing business is one
in which there is much money ; and
the towns all along the nerthern
coast seem to have special facilities
for carrying on the business. Richi-
bucto, the end of eur journey this
time, is three miles beyond Kingston,
and is likely te suffer in the same
way as Kingston from the waning
of the lumber and ebipbuilding
busingss; in fact it has suffered
much already, but the lobster and
salmon canning that has been so ex-
tensively carried en the last half
dozen years has, to a considerable
extent,taken the place of the wooden
trade.

The hay crop along the reute
travelled and up the rivers is re-
perted light and, no doubt, will be
very much below last year. Grain
is & good color where it has not
been too wet, but some fields are
beading out very short, which would
indicate a light crop of straw, but
this I think will not be general.
Potatoes, except on very wet land,
are leoking well, and if the bug, of
which there is great plenty, can be
held in check, the crop will probably
be an average one. Turnips were
9o little sown that all that can be
said of them is the damp weather
has started them nicely.
