LISBON RIOT.
Street» Rea Red With Blood—Shot 

Down by Troop».

Lisbon. April 1».—The city is in u state 
of intense excitement over the riots of 
last night, resulting from the indignant 
protest of the Republican element that 
it would be defrauded at the polk. Cav­
alry and infantry were called from their 
barracks and charged the multitude. As 
the troops advanced they were met by 
showers of stones. The soldiers charged 
repeatedly, finally opening fire on the 
mob. Intense disorder ensued. One ob­
server says the streets were literally red 
with blood. No official statement of 
the number of killed and wounded has 
yet been issued, and pending authority 
from Government sources, no unofficial 
or press statement is permitted to be 
telegraphed.

Following the bloody street, affray, 
three newspapers, the organs of the 
Francoists. the Regenerators and" the Na­
tionalists, were mobbed. The crowd fin­
ally fled in terror to their homes, the 
cavalry pursuing the groups through the 

1 streets and dispersing them as they 
sought to re-form at the street corners.

QUASHING THE 
WRONG BY-LAW.

To the Editor of the Times :
Sir,—Allow me a few lines re the 

quashing of the Saltfleet local option 
by-law, for the more it is looked into 
the more absurd it appears.

First, the Saltfleet by-law is not 
quashed because of any blunders or 
avoidable omissions in its construction 
or enactment, but in reality because of 
the blunders or omissions in the Bur­
lington Beach act, with which Salt- 
fleet has had nothing whatever to. do. 
For reasons of their own, somebody 
wanted the Beach cut off from Salt- 
fleet. but they were also very anxious 
to keep three bars open for the sale 
of liquor on the Beach, but as the 
Beach had not the population to give 
them three bars it was decided to 
keep the Beach with Saltfleet for li­
cense purposes only.

Second, this had the effect of remov­
ing from the voters’ list of Saltfleet 
the names of the residents of Burling­
ton Beach for municipal purposes, 
and Saltfleet, henceforth, had no fur­
ther financial or other claim on Beach 
residents, nor could they in anyway 
interefere with them.

Third, the Burlington Beach act 
does, indeed, direct the Beach Com­
missioners in certain cases to pro­
vide a voters’ list for Beach residents, 
but not such a list as would enable 
the Beach ratepayers to vote on local 
option, but for Legislation purposes 
only. There was really no need for 
Mr. Staunton and Mr. Justice Clute 
giving so much time in court over 
the polling booth that had by one 
vote of the Township of Saltfleet been 
fixed for the Beach and then by an­
other vote recinding that resolution, 
as indicating intent on the part of 
Saltfleet to prevent the residents of 
the Beach voting on local option. As 
a matter of fact Saltfleet had no right 
to decide on such a polling booth and 
when they saw they had gone beyond 
their jurisdiction, it became their duty 
to recind their resolution. But if 
Saltfleet or the Beach Commissioners 
had put up a dozen polling booths 
and the Beach Commisioners had pre­
pared a voters’ list, such as the Beach 
act admits of. even then the Beach 
residents could not have voted on 
local option, the vote given then 
under the Beach Act being for Legis­
lative purposes only.

Fourth, Mr. Justice Clute. we think, 
quashed the wrong by-law. Whv 
quash local option by-law because of 
defects and omissions in the Beach 
act? The latter should have been 
quashed or its -framers, or both.

If it he said to be unfair by pass­
ing local option in Saltfleet to clo^e 
the bars oi the Beach without Beach 
residents having a voice in it, that 
is not because of any defect or omis­
sion in Saltfleet local option by-law. 
but because of defects and omissions 

i in the Beach act. After all. which is 
| the greater injustice? To give a few 
j voters on the Bcacu the balance of 

power—the forcing of whiskey on Salt- 
fleet, against the strongly expressed 
wish of the people, or to bring local 
option into force on the Beach where 
they have not a stayable population 
to entitle them to a bar? Yours truly,

Dun's Review.
! While the volume, of business is still 

much below normal, moderate improve­
ment is constantly noted, although the 
rate of progress is very different in the 
leading centres of trade. Some sections 
are regaining the lost ground 
very rapidly, and it is not un­
usual to find reports of a larger 
business than at the same time in 1906, 
but losses are still the rule in compari­
son with last year. Aside from the idle­
ness at bituminous coal mines, which 
i< not expected to be prolonged. April 
did not bring any serious labor disputes, 
and many wage earners were enabled to 
resume work by a wept ing small reduc­
tions in pay. Weather conditions have 
continued to facilitate retail distribu­
tion of spring merchandise, while the ad­
vanced season gives the agricultural in­
terests a better start than usual. Rail­
way earnings thus far reported for 
March decreased 13.6 per cent, as com­
pared with 1907. and foreign commerce 
at this port alone for the latest week 
shows a gain of $2.236.413 in exports and 
a loss of $8.646,828 in imports as com­
pared with the same week last year. 
Manufacturing conditions are little al­
tered. about 50 per cent, of the iron and 
steel producing capacity being in opera­
tion, and the increased business receiv­
ed by footwear factories last week was 
not maintained.
