The challenge of Athelstanc was 
delivered with no good grace; for 
a large mouthful, which required 
the exercise of both jaws at once, 
added to a natural hesitation, con­
siderably dampe d (he effect of the 
bold defiance it contained. Still, 
however, his speech was hailed 4$y 
Cedric as an incidental token ot 
reviving spirit in his companion, 
whose previous indifference had 
begun, notwithstanding his respect 
for Athelstane’s descent, to wear 
out his patience. But he now 
cordially shook hands with him in 
token of his approbation, and war 
somewhat grieved when Athel- 
staue observed, ‘that he would 

;ht a dozen such men as Front* 
de-Boeuf if, by so doing, he could 
hasten his departure from a dun­
geon where they put so much gar­
lic into their pottage.’ Notwith­
standing this intimation of a re­
lapse into the apathy of sensuality, 
Cedric placed himself opposite to 
Athelstane, and soon showed that 
if the distresses of his country 
could banish the recollection of 
food while the table was uncover­
ed, yet no sooner were the victuals 
put there, than he proved that the 
appetite of his Saxon ancestors had 
descended to him along with their 
other qualities.

The captives had not long en­
joyed their refreshment, however, 
ere their attention was disturbed 
even from this most serious occu­
pation by the blast of a horn wind­
ed before the gate.

But their 
curiosity was disappointed; for 
these outlets only looked upon the 
court of the castle and the sound 
came from far beyond its precincts. 
The summons, however, seemed of 
importance, for a considerable de­
gree of bustle instantly took place 
in the castle.

CHAPTER XXII.
Leaving the Saxon chiefs to re­

turn to their banquet as soon as 
thfeir ungratified curiosity should 
permit them to attend to the calls 
of their half-satisfied appetites, we 
havS to look in upon the yet more 
severe imprisonment of Isaac of 
York. The poor Jew had been 
hastily thrust into a dungeon-vault 
of the castle, the floor of which 
was deep beneath the level of the 
ground, and very damp, being even 
lower than the moat itself.

Chains and shackles, which had 
been the portion of former captives 
from whom active exertions to es­
cape had been apprehended, hung 
rusty and empty on the walls of 
the prison, and in the rings of one 
of those sets of fetters there re­
mained two mouldering bones, 
which seemed to have been once 
those of the human leg, as if the 
prisvner had been left not onlv to 
perish there, but to be consumed 
to a skeleton. *

At one end of this ghastly apart­
ment was a large firegrate, over 
which were stretched some trans­
verse iron bars, half-devoured with 
rust.

The whole appearance of the 
dungeon might have appalled a 
stouter heart than that of Isaac, 
who, nevertheless, was more com­
posed under the imminent presence 
of danger, than he had seemed to 
be while affected by terrors, of 
which the cause was as yet remote 
and contingent. The lovers ot the 
chase say that the hare feels more 
agony during the pursuit ot the 
greyhounds than when she is 
struggling in their fangs. And 
thus it is probable, that the Jews, 
by the very frequency of their 
fears on all occasions, had their 
mind prepared in some degree for 
every effort of tyranny that could 
be practised upon them. So that 
no aggression when it had taken 
place, could bring with it that sur­
prise which is the most disabling 
feature of terror. Neither was it 
the first time that Isaac had been 
placed in circumstances so full of 
danger. He had thus experience 
to guide him. Above all, he had 
the unyielding obstinacy of his 
people, and that unbending resolu­
tion, with which Israelites have 
Veen frequently known to submit 
to the uttermost evils which power 
and violence can inflict upon them, 
rather than gratify their oppressors 
by granting their demands.
