Anour eleven o'clock yesterday forenoon the

Steamship Mohawk was seen far in the distance,
and the inhabitants, who had been living in sus-
pense and expectation for some duys past, got on
tip-toe at once, and prepared for & *‘ decent turn
out.” About two o'clock she entered the
harbor, greeted with nineteen rounde of blenk
Cartridge (which the Town Council had pre-

Governor General. The Conservatives and the
Radicals seemed striving with each other for
the honor of ehouting loudest. We are not ex-
aggerating much, when we eay that the whole
iohabitants of Goderich, **Men, Women and
Children,*’ (barrin’ the valiant Colonel of the
First Hurons, who was indulging in the luxury
of house-keeping and - cradle-rocking, for the
day,) tarned out on the occasion. A Flag bear-
ing the arms of the Corporstion—the Union
Jack and the word ** Corporation' on one side,
and a good represea tation of the Bcotch Thiatle,
and the words ** Welcome Elgin’ on the other,
was planted on the wharf during his Excellency’s
landing.

At six
o'clock in the evening, nearly the whole liring
part of the town attended at the harbour while
the several Addresses were being presented.—

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UPPER CANADA JURY BILL.

TITLE AND PREAMBLE.

An Act for the consolidation and amend-
ment of the Laws relative to Jurors, Ju-
ries and Inquests. in that part of this
Province called Upper Canuda.

WaEereas it is expedient to consolidate
and amend the Lawe now in force in that
part of this Province called Upper Canads,
relating to Juries and Inquests, and those
to be summoned to serve thereon, and to
introduce such a system for the selection
and return of Jurors as shall better ‘secure
public confidence in the impartial admgnis-
tration of justice in the trial by Jury ; Be it
therefore enacted, &c.

oWu same,
ENACTMRNTS.

I. Qualifieations, Exemptions, and Dis-
qualifications of Jurors.
1. That every man except as hereinafter
excepted over the age of twenty-one years,
residing in any County or in any City or
the Libertiea thereof, or in any other local
judicial division in Upper Canads, in the
possession of his uatural faculties and not
infirm or decrepit, who sball be assessed for
local purposes according to Law, for pro-
perty, resl or personal or both belonging
to him in his own right or in that of hie
wife to the amount bereinalier wewtioned,
shall be_qualified_and liable 1o serve as. a
Juror both on Grand and Pettie Juries in
Her Majesty’s Superior Courts of Common
Law at Toronto, having General Criminal
or Civil Jurisdiction throughout Upper Ca-
nada, and in all Courts of Criminal or Civil
Jurisdiction within the County, Union of
Counties, City or other local judicial divi=
sion of the Couniy in which he shall
so reside.
11. And be it enacted, That no person
shall be disqualified or relieved from serving
as such Juror in consequence of his baving
ceased to be seized or possessed of the
property in respect of which ha may have
been enrolled as such Jurer, between the
time of enroilment and his being called upon
to serve as such Juror, nor sball the same
form any ground of challenge %o such Juror."
11I. And beit enacted, That whenever
property shall be d on the as t
Roll of any Township, Village or Ward, as
the property of two or more persons joint-
ly the Selectors of Jurors hervinafter men-
tioned to whom it ehall belong to extrast
from such Roll, the names of those
thereon qualified and liable to serve as Ju-
rors under this Act may and if they shall
bave the requisite information as to the
names of the parties to enable them to do
80, such Selectors shall in making such
extract, and for all the purposes of this Act,
treat such property as if it belonged to such
persons in equal proportions. and each of
such persons as respects his qualification
and liability to eerve as such Juror shall be
treated by such Selectors of Jurors in mak-
ing such abstract as if he had been severally
assessed for such equal proportion of such
property.
1V. And be it enacted, That the amount
of property, in respect of which every man
shall be qualified and liable to serve as such
Juror, shall be determined by the relative
amount of property for which he sball be
A d on the A t Roll of the
Township, Village, or Ward, of which he
shall be a resident inhabitant at the time of
the annual selection of Jurore by the Selec-
tors for such Township, Village, or Ward,
as hereinafter provided, and that the mode
of ascertaining the same shall be as follows,
thatis tosay : the names of three-fourthe
of the Assessed Rosident Inbabitants of the
Township, Village, or Ward shall be copied
from the Assessment Roll of such Town-
ship, Village or Ward, commencing with
the name of the person rated at the highest
amount on such Roll, and proceeding suc-
cessively towards the name of the person
rated at the lowest amount, until the names
of three-fourths of the persons Assessed
upon such Roll shall have been copied
from the same : and the amount for which
the last of such persons shsll be Assessed
upon the said Roll shall be that which shall
qualify ever{] Resident Inhabitant of such
Township, Village, or Ward, as such Juror
and render him lisble to serve as the same.
V. And be it enacted, that to all persons
of upwards of sixty years of age, all Mem-
bers of the Executive Council of this Pro-
vince, the Secretary of His Excellency the
Governor of the Province for the time being;
