That gentle­
man's energetic character was displayed 
in the very efficient maimer in which, 
although laboring under many serious 
drawbacks, be began and completed to 
the satisfaction of all concerned, the 
contract for the St. Vincent branch. 
We watched during the winter with in 
tense interest the ups and downs con­
cerning the contract of Section 15, and 
when the ^intelligence reached us that it 
had'been let, aud that Mr. Whitehead's 
name wee mentioned as the man, we 
felt assured that active measures to push 
forward this work would be taken upon 
hie arrival. So it has turned out, 
scarcely giving himself time to recover 
from the fatigues of his journey from 
St. Paul, he u found making arrange 
menti for the thousand and one items 
of preliminaries, purchasing axes,* blast 
ing powder and provisions from our mer­
chant*, besides employing 300 axe-men. 
But as formerly he is good for it.

Hie contract is extensive, the first 
business is to got out ties. As soon as 
the ground can be turned, the grading 
between Point Douglas and Selkirk will 
be pushed through. From these indica­
tions we may conclude that Winnipeg 
and Selkirk are to be connected as soon 
as possible by iron bands.

It is desirable that this portion of the 
road should he finished, as it will facili­
tate the construction of that portion of 
the road running eastward to section 15. - 
The great expense of teaming that dis­
tance will be done away with. Mr. 
Whitehead will, after a while, leave 
Winnipeg for some point south, in order 
to purchase two locomotives, and plat­
form cars. Putting all these things to-

SOM* EXTRACTS ATOM THE FI EST MUNI­
CIPAL Beceen or the 

TOWHNHir.

As WO promised in our last issuo wo 
1i—stfUmreSaat b few extracts from tlie 
fin* roeord kept of municipal matters m 
Colborno, which ts furnished us by Mr.
John Mwris. The first mooting record* 
corded, as mentioned last week, took 
place at the primitive village of Car 
braid, in the Grown and Anchor Hotel, 
on 4th Jan., 1836, "in iliu terms of 
Statute ft, Wm. 4th, e ft." Mr. Daniel 
Lizara filled the chair, and, as is duly 
noorded—not after the iashiuu of the 
present—, there were present tho fol­
lowing of the yeomanry, who probably 
represented a fair portion of the popula­
tion : Cspts. Dunlop and Luard,Messrs. 
J, Galt, J. Dickson, D Clark, A. Green, 
J. Stacey, another A, Green, J. G. 
Tims, J. Mollis, W. Bull,—Walters, J. 
O. Campbell, W. Scott, II. Hyndman, 
A. It. Christie,—Clouting, M. Fisher, 
R. Darlington, ll. Cunningham, J. Ann- 
and, J. Kerr, J. Davidson, Win. Young, 
J. McClean, C. Ross, Jas. Campbell,— 
Lydinghaui, B. Cutting, 11. Brace, 
Richd. Darlington, 1\ Somerville, V* 
Brough, D. Don, J. Payne, J. Patter­
son. J. Calloway, W. ‘Lawson and— 
Allan.

The meeting being duly opened, the 
woyk of electing a clerk was proceed- 
with, when Messrs. J. C. Tims nnd 
James McClean were nominated. We 
have ho evidence that tho contest ran 
upon a political issuo, but the excite­
ment ran pretty high, and before the 
matter was finally decided a scrutiny of 
votes took place and a protest was enter­
ed against the decision of the meeting. 
The nrst vote was favorable to Mr. Me. 
Clean by a majority of four, whereupon 
a scrutiny was demanded. Two votes 
were withdrawn, because the parties 
voting had not the necessary qualifica­
tion, one of them being Mr. McClean, 
who testified that he "was neither house 
holder nor freeholder, but that ho holds 
lot No. 40 in the Village of Garbraid, 
but has no deed or freehold qualification 
for the same. " Other votes were ob­
jected to and qualifications examined, 
after which Mr. McClean was declared 
to have a majority of two. Air. Hynd 
man thereupon protested against this 
election on the ground that Mr. McClean 
was not}» householder, and that Richard 
Darlington persisted in voting after his 
vote had been challenged. All these items 
are recordedân thominu tes, whichare very 
comprehensive, giving a Iran script uf 
all the communications received or sent 
out officially, of all the commissioners*, 
path masters’, fenceviewers*, and other 
oaths, of sll the warrants issued, in fact 
of everything said, done or discussed in 
connection with the affairs of tho town­
ship. The clerks of tho present time 
would be severely taxed if. they had to 
keep as rolumnious a record -of public 
affairs as was done in the times of which 
we write.

In these days the Tewhships were 
ruled by Commissioners, and at this 
meeting the principal duty was to elect 
these representative men. Not much 
trouble, apparently, was cxperienc- d in 
this, and although six men—Michael 
Fisher, Daniol Lizars, Henry Hyndman, 
David Clark, John Aunand nnd Rich­
ard Darlington—were nominated, the 
first three were elected by good ma 
joritios, Mr. Fisher fur Eastern (\ 1 
borne. Mr. Lizars for tho centre and Mr, 
Hyndman for the West,

A contest ensued for tho asscssorship, 
between Messrs. David Clark and It. 
Christie, resulting in favor of tho for­
mer, who at once nominated Ids oppon­
ent as collector, but Mr. Christio de 
dined "in consequence of having 
performed the duties of assessor during 
the previous year." Mr. John Patter­
son was then elected cvlL*ctor, Mr. Wi 
Young seconding tho nomination.

Fence-viewers and pound-keepers 
having been appointed, tho by-laws o' 
the township were re-enacted regard in: 
fonces and animals. The provisions re 
yarding animals aro unique, and wo here 
present them :

Resolved tliht bulls shall bo free com­
moners. •*

Resolved that uo stallions thall he 
allowed to run at large.

Resolved that runs shall not bo 
freo commoners.

Resolved that pigs shall be free com­
moners.

Resolved that all stray dogs shall 1k- 
liablo to be impounded, and to be treat 
ed as stray cattle.

(What a blessing that would l-o now.)
It was fmallv resolved that tho. first 

two feet of rail fences "should be fivtj 
inches between tho rails, that in . tin 
next two foot tho openings shall not vx 
ceed five inches, ami tho height of th< 
fence boCj feet at tho upper end of

The meeting concluded after a v : 
of thanks had been tendered to ;hv 
chairman, Mr, Daniel Lizars, for "the 
disinterested and able manner in which 
he conducted the mooting.”

When it 
was raging in England a few ' years ago, 
I accompanied Dr. Fields on his rounds 
to witneia the so called “wonderful 
euros" he performed, while the patients 
of others wore dropping on all sides. 
The remedy, to be so rapid, must be 
simple. Alt he took with him was 
powder of sulphur and a quill, and with 
these he cured every patient without 
exception. He put a teaspoonful of 
flour of brimstone into a wine glass of 
water, and stirred it with his finger, 
instead of a spoon, as the sulphur OOM 
not readily amalgamate with water. 
When the sulphur was well mixed be 
gave it ni a gargle, and in ten minutes 
the patient was out of danger. Brim­
stone kill* every species of fungus in 
man, be&st and plant in a few minutes. 
Instead nf spitting out the gargle, he 
recommended the swallowing of it. In 
extreme cases, in which ho had been 
called just in the nick of time, when 
tho fungus was too nearly closed to allow 
tho gargling, he blew the sulphur 
through a quill into the throat, and 
after the fungus had shrunk to alh.w of 
it, then the gargling, lie never lost 
a patient from diphtheria. If a patient 
cannot gargle, take alive coal, put it ou 
a shovel, and sprinkle a spoonful or 
two of flour brimstone at a time upon it; 
let the sufferer inhale it, holding the 
head over it, and tho fungus will die. 
If plentifully used, the whole room may 
be filled almost to suffocation; "the 
patient can walk about in it, inhaling 
the fumes, with doors and windows shut. 
Tho mode of fumigating a room with 
sulphur has often cured most violent 
attacks of cold in the head, chest, etc., 
at any time, and ia recommended in 
cases < f consumption and asthma.
