Bouillon’s Recommendation.
The communication was as follows:
1. “Referring to the subject of the

amusements and improvements at the
City Park and the proposition submit-
ted to us to grant concessions for
amusements to be conducted there by
private parties, 1 beg to submit my
views on the subject generally for
your consideration as follows, viz.:

(a) **With particular reference to
the recent proposition to erect and
operate a cance hall, I would ad-
vise that this be rejected without
further consideration. The prop-
riety of such an institution is ques-
tionable for any place or locality
but for a publie park, it should Le
sct aside as incempatible with good
morals or the public welfare.

(¢) “Properly regulated public
eoncerts rendered by either of our
bands tend to moral upliit rather
than otherwise, and I {fee] that
these should be encouraged at any
time, and particularly. for days
when our people: do not work.
There is no apparent’reason why
such concerts should interfere with
the proper- obgervance of church
functions and a clean and orderly
park with good music make up g
desirable environment for all classes
of people. 1 would not look upon a
public concert at the park in the
limited light of street railway enter-~
prise,-but rather in the broader
light of the general public good.

(d) “I believe that the sale of
meals and refreshments are permit-
ted by law should be allowed at the
park, including =~undays, for the
convenience of vigitors, but much
traffic should be supplemented by
sanitary drinking fountains.

(e) “As to amusements in gener-
al, I would suggest that the .devel-
opment ‘and improvement of ath-
letic fields and diverse features for
the amusement and exercise of the
children, such as are to be fotnd
in well appointed play grounds of
other cities would constitute all that
would be ' proper for our - public
parks and the funds available this
vear could not be better spent than
along these lines.

(f) “Our. park improvements
must of necessity be gradual, but
they should be consistent with
some adopted ultimate scheme. I
believe that our population and the
necessity for improved parks have
reached such,a degree of import-
ance as woukf justify ‘the employ-

ment of a superintendent of parks|

and play grounds, who would de-
vote his constant efforts along well
defined lines to the development of
park plans and their intelligent
execution.

(g) “In connection with the pre-
ceding items we also need proper

park regulations te be duly enforc-

ed for the good government, as
well as for the protection of visit-
ors, also for the conservation of
trees, shrubs and other public pro-
perty in the park, the essentials to
be: displayed on signs suitably
placed.

Ancording to the provisional agree-
ment: which has been approved by
poth the city council and board of
governors of the University, the lat-
ter will lease to the city for a peried
of 99 years a parcel of land 412346 X

avemies, The annual rental for the
property is to be $5, payable on the
lats, day of June in every year. The
¢ity’s part of' the contract is to pro-
cced at once with the crection of a
hospital on which mnot less than
$100,000 is to be spent, the plans and
specifications to be approved by the
board' of governors. Upcn the in-
guguration of medical instruction in
the University, and before, if it is
deemed desirable, a body corporate
is to be created by legislation called
the Patrons of the Hospital, whose
membership is to be composed of
those who. contribute
support of the hospital; from this
latter body, together with the city
gouncil and the board of governors,
are to be elected a board of mana-
gers, one-third from each.

When a beginning is made by the
University in medical teaching the
hogpital with all its equipment is to
be handed over to the managing
board by the city, who are to pay
thereafter for patients treated 50c¢
and 25c.

Given Up Arctic TTunting.

Mr. Whitney states that he has
given up Arctic hunting. “I spent
’ne:lr]y six years in the north,” said
[Mr. Whitney, “any] I guess that I

have spent my last” shaking his head
rumnmuntl\ Speaking of his ex-

veriences in the Arctic ,the famous
|sp0rt<m an said, “You know I was
in the north when Peary made his
trip to the PPole and happened to be
involved in the controversy that fol-
lowed his return. I ‘remained at
IEtah on the coast of Greenland
while Peary went on in search gf
the Pole. During his abscnce, I liv-
ed with the IEskimous for eighteen
months continuously and became
closely acquainted with their manner
of life. I found them very wasteful
of game. After my first trip I saw
some country that I thought would
be well suited fo rthe bighorn and
I had a notion to take some up from
our Western States. But after I
saw more of the Eskimo’s methods
methods I knew that would not have
a ghost of a show. The Eskimo kills
everything in sight. Places where
Mr. Peary told me that he had seen
vast herds of caribou, I did not see
any more than at the most four
hundred and fifty. The Eskimo fol-
lows the gome and keeps on Killing
as long a sthere is’ any left, piling
stone around each carcase without
stopping to skin the animal or re-
move the entrails. They afterwai}ls
take their families over the old trail
moving their tents as fast as cach
animal is eaten.”

In capturing the
latter ,seven hdi to be killed and
in attempting to swing them on
board by means' of a sling they in
nearly every case broke their necks.
Will Reindeer Thrive North.

Mr. Whitney in reference to recent
press despatches said that he did
not consider Sir Wilfrid' Grenfell al-
together successful in his experiment
in introducing the Lapland reiridecr
into Labra€or, and questioned- the
expediency of taking them into the
MeKenzie.. They could not ° exist
alongside the dog as thée dog would
inevitably prey on them and exter-
minate them. In consequence of‘
this, Mr .Grenfell was trying to get |
the Eskimos to kill all their dngs‘;
off. The reindeer ,however, in the
opinion of Mr. Whitney, is not suit- |
able for replacing the dog in a nor- |
thern country. It travels well over
th snow or ice covered with snow,
but it is impossible for it to cross!
