The Report of the
Royal Commission.

To-day we continue our review of
the report. As to the suggestion of
an ¢mndeavour to divert the export
in cod to the United Kingdom, the
Commissionerg shrewdly observe that
“as long as the Latin countries are
able to pay better prices for the pro-
ducts of the Newfoundland fisheries,
which,are specially suited to their re-
quiremsnts, we see no substantial rea-
son for attempting tor change existing
conditions.” Moreover, as dried cod
as compared. with fresh ced, is @ much
less perishable form of export, there
is less risk of loss in marketing it.

The Commissioners remark that the
fishing industry in:Newfoundland has
been developed on strictly individual-
istic lin¢j, with little Government ad-
vice or assistance. The Commission-
ers have been impresscd with what
Governments have done elsewhere,
and they say:—

“We ourzclves conceive it to bé the
duty of the Government, now that in-
ternational difficulties have been set-
tled, not to rest cn the success already
achieved, but to promote the develop-
ment of the fisheries along sound and
€conomic lines.”

They suggest that thewcause of the
decline in the Labrador fishery should
be investigated; that the possibilities
of developing markets on the ‘east
ccast of South America should be
looked into; that better prices might
be obtained by better grading of pro-
duce; and that the question of ex-
port of fresh fish, improvement in
cod-oil and the supply of bait should
be inquired into. They suggest also
that in future secientific investigation
into the fishery might be usefully un-
dertaken jointly by the Government
of Newfoundland and Canada; and
they indorse a suggestion put before
them that, when opportunity permits
the Home Government should co-oper-
até with the Newfoundland Govern-
ment in making a thorough survey of
the Labrador fishery grounds.

After reviewing what has been done
with the forests up to the present, the
Commissioners sayv:

“The forests of Newfoundland, like
its fisheries, should be permanent as-
sets if measures are taken—

(a) to lay down scientific regula-
tions as to the conditions on
which cutting is permiss-
able; and

(b) to guard againat forest fires.

The steps in these directions hither-
to taken cannot be said to be ade-
quate.

The licences already issued contain
no regulations as to the methods of
cutting to be employed, or as to peri-
odic replanting. ‘Whilst the larger
operators may, and no doubt do, lay
down certain rules to suit their own
conveniemee, experience €lsewhere
shows that Government control on
such a question is essential. We ven-
ture to suggest that the Newfoundland
Government should devote 'its early
attention to this question, The con-
ditions of existing licences should not
in the public interest, be allowed to
bar the path. to a much needed re-
form.”

In referring to the ravages of the

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GERMAN PIRATES FLEW BRITISH
FLAG.

LONDON, To-day.

Germany's next’ move in the mili-
tary . field for some stroke either in
East or West ‘expected befere the
Allies attempt their Spring advance is
at present the chief subject of specu-
lation and conjecture., According to
reports reaching here from Petro-
grad, the German Empéror is now
at Berlin holding a war council with
Field Marshal Von Der Goltz, Ger-
man Military Commander at Constan-
tinople and other leaders and is plan-
ning a new.campaign to offset the fall
of Przemysl and meet the situation
in the Dardanelles. There has been
nothing of an outstanding nature in
cither theatre of land operations since
the surrender of the Austrian fort-
regs, sniping, mining and bomb
throwing predominating along West-
ern front, while fighting fierce but in-
decisive rages in the Carpathians.
The British Cabinet met to-day. There
is every reason to believe it consider-
ed the liquor question and the
stamping out of the evil which is now
one of the great 1)1‘01519111»3» of the na-
tion. There is still much talk on pro-
hibition, but it is not generally. be-
lieved that this course will be adopt-
ed, although it is coﬁceded that some
steps drasti¢c and universal charac-
ter will soon be taken. The return
of ex-Premier Venizeios to Athens
after a short rest and the tumultuous
reception accorded to him and his
