Modem Medical Marvels
DEAD LIMBS RESUME ACTION 

AND MEMORY RETURNS.
The manner In which many of our 

gallant soldiers have recovered mem­
ory, speech, hearing, and the use of 
limbs, lost to them through shell­
shock, &c., In nothing short of mir­
aculous.

A man, paralized in his legs for 
two years, and quite dumb has been 
made to speak in ten minutes, and 
cured of his paralysis in an hour and 
a half. This remarkable cure has 
taken place at the Seale Hayne Mili­
tary Hospital, Newton Abbot, Devon. 
Other ’’miracles” performed at this 
hospital were:—Man’s voice restored 
in seven minutes; man who, bent 
nearly double with nephritis, stood 
upright after twenty minutes treat­
ment; and a man who was cured of 
a squint he had for twenty years.

A man suffering from severe sh oil- 
shock was invalided out of the ser­
vice. After two years a Bristol doc­
tor asked if he could be taken in the 
Seale Hayne Hospital. In the after­
noon of the same day he was admitted, 
and he wan completely cured after 
being paralyzed for three years.

A soldier whose right arm was stiff 
by his side was admitted to the same 
hospital. For eleven months he had 
received massage and electrical treat­
ment, but, singular as it may seem, 
no one had previously suggested that 
the man should try to raise his arm. 
A doctor lifted the paralyzed arm 
above the man’s head, and the pat­
ient was doing the same himself 
Within five minutes.

Lieut-Colonel O. F. Hurst, who is 
in charge of Seale Hayne Hospital, 
declares there ought to be “no such 
thing as a pensioner suffering from 
“shell-shock." They ought, to te

with greatest possiblecured 
speed.”

Private Tolcher, of the Irish Fus­
iliers, went with some comrades to 
see a football match. Fifteen minu­
tes from the start when one of the 
teams scored the first goal, a tre­
mendous shout went up from the 
grand stand, and it transpired that 
Tolcher in the excitement of the 
moment had regained his speech.

A somewhat similar case is that 
of Priivate M’Nulty, of the Royal 
Inniskilling Fusiliers, struck dumb 
by shell-shock. He had been under­
going electrical treatment without 
apparent advantage. He was a pas­
senger to Belfast by a Liverpool 
boat, when a bundle of iron rods was 
dropped with great clatter into thc- 
hold. The noise caused N’Nulty to 
utter an exclamation, and he im­
mediately started to practice speak­
ing, with the result that in a short 
time he could talk with comparative

Here is a gtory of a stricken hero 
which seems more romantic than 
actual. In one of the base hospitals 
in France there was a wounded 
Tommy, who had been rendered prac­
tically an idolt as the rësult of a 
shocking injury to his head. He had 
no memory, and could only mutter a 
string of senseless words. A concert 
party, organized by Miss Lena Ash- 
well, visited the hospital. Mr. Ernest 
Groome sang the song “Mother 
Machree,” and when it was ended the 
wounded soldier was found with his 
head in his hands, his lips' murmur­
ing tho word—"Mother—Mother!” It 
proved the key that' unlocked his 
memory, his mother’s face rose before 
his mind, and gradually sense and 
reason returned.

Irishman’s Strange Visitor.
“I’m sorry." These were the first 

words spoken for many months by a 
Bristol soldier rendered dumb by 
shell-shock. He had accidently put 
his hand into a "comrade’s pocket 
when reaching for a cigarette, and, 
realizing his mistake, he made the 
ejaculation.

Quite romantic is the story of how 
Private Stephen Conroy of the Lein- 
sters, regained his speech and hear­
ing. A bursting shell was respon­
sible for his loss of these two facul­
ties. Tho story is best told in his 
own words—

“All at once I opened my eyes 
again, and as sure as it’s me that’s 
looking at you this minute, there was 
one of tho prettiest pictures you 
ever saw standing ‘fornenst’ me in 
the room. It was a slip of a glrieen 
all in white, and with a beautiful 
wreath around her head. At first I 
thought It was a pew nurse or a vis­
itor, but when I remembered that 

l visitors didn’t come at that time. Be­
sides, this girleen didn’t look as if 
she belonged to this world. She said 
something to me. At the time I heard 
the words, but I can’t mind them now.
I could hear her as plain as I could 
hear you, and. what was more I could 
answer her back, for, without mind­
ing my dumbness, I opened my mouth 
and asked her what I was to do to 
get hack my speech. She smiled more 
sweetly1 than ever, and told me to say 
three prayers. Then she waved her 
hands to me, and disappeared from 
the room.

"I said the prayers as I was told, 
and sure, it came as easy as kiss to 
me. By the powers, I had got back 
my speech,, and I was mad with Joy.
I started shouting fit to lift the roof 
off, and the sister who had gone to 
fetch me‘a drink came rushing in to 
see what was the matter. “Sister, 
says I, “my tongue’s loose; glory be 
to God.-

Private Archibald Altken, of the 
16th Durham Light Infantry, owes 
the return of his hearing and speech 
to an operation which he underwent 
for appendicitis. After the operation 
he suffered Intense pain, and felt a 
strong desire to call out Two days 
later the nurse informed him by 
writing that he had ejaculated an 
“Oh!" and he then made determined 
efforts to utter more sounds.'" It was 
exhausting work,--but gradually he 
was able to say little words with dif­
ficulty. Some time later he felt a 
sudden snap In his head, and made 
the welcome discovery that he could 
hear. With constant practice his 
full powers of speech gradually re­
turned.

The foregoing by no means exhaust 
the authenticated etoriec of men who 
have recovered lost faculties in re­

markable fashion. Other cas» 
were:—■

By, scalding his foot In a bath; by 
listening to a gramophone; by put­
ting the lighted end of a cigarette in 
his month; by tooth extraction with­
out the-aid of an anaesthetic; by see­
ing a photograph of himself taken at 
Gallipoli in a morning paper; by 
watching a boxing match; by playing 
cards with another wounded soldier 
in a bed alongside of him; by wit­
nessing a Somme, film; by listening 
to a funny melody sung by George 
Robey; by skylarking with a girl he 
met; by hearing "Scotland for Ever” 
sung; throiigh slipping on Ice; bv 
dreaming of German bayonets; by 
slipping on a piece of strange peel.

Another Illusion
Vanishes.

Among the not many things about 
which seemed like absolute unanimity 
of opinion and belief was the proper 
behavior of a man caught out in a 
blinding snowstorm and unable to 
find his way home or to other shel­
ter. Everybody has said, and It has 
been printed Innumerable, times In in- 
numearable hooks, magazines, and 
newspapers, that he should keep 
moving In order to keep warm—that 
it he sat down, and especially if he 
went to sleep, that w<mld be the end 
of him, for he certainly would freeze 
to death.

And now along comes Vilhaumur 
Saefansson with the calm assertion 
that this belief is utterly wrong. The 
man caught out in a blizzard, he 
says, should stop the moment he 
finds that he has lost the sense of 
direction. He should make himself 
some sort of a enow house if circum­
stances permit; if they do not he 
should sit down with his hack to the 
wind, rest his head on his knees and 
go to sleep, and wait for the storm to 
blow over.

That, at any rate, U what the 
Eskimos invariably do when they 
find themselves in such a situation, 
and it is what is done by wise white 
travelers in the arctic. And when 
they are correctly dressed they do-not 
freeze to death nor do they suffer any 
particular severe hardship from the 
cold.—N. Y. Times.

Marvellous Bibles.
The largest Bible In existence Is In 

the Royal Library at Stockholm. The 
covers are made of solid planks, four 
inches thick, and the pages each 
measure a yard in length. It is esti­
mated that a hundred asses’ skins 
must have been used to furnish the 
309 parchment leaves of this colossal 
book. It is considered priceless.

A well-to-do New Yorker is the 
proud possessor of a manuscript 
Bible written by his only son, a 
cripple. He could only work about 
two hours a day, so he took over two 
years to complete his task. It does 
not contain a single error or slip, for 
if error or slip occurred the youth 
discarded the whole page, The ver­
ses and headings are all in red ink, 
and ,the whole is beautifully written.

In a house in Grafton Street, Lon­
don, there is a shorthand Bible, 
which was writtéâ^at least two ce»- 
turies before Pitinan was born. It 
was written by an apprentice in the 
days of James II., when to possess a 
“common or garden Bible” was ra­
ther dangerous.

A lady in America cherishes a Bible 
probably as old as the one written 
in shorthand, which an ancestress 
baked in a loaf of bread when 
house-to-house Search was going to 
be made for stray copies of the 
Scriptures. The soldiers came to 
search the house, but it is not a mat 
ter of wonder that they failed to find 
the book, which noW, looking pretty 
old, is the American lady’s chief 
treasure.

Another great daily wrote in Its 
leading article of certain forces in 
the war as “moving backwards and 
forwards like pawns in a game of 
chess’."

That sounds all right to the non­
chess player, but even a tryo at the 
game knows that the pawn is the only 
piece on tho board that cannot move 
at all unless it moves forward.

There is but a step—and a very 
little one!—bçtween correctneso and 
error!

The badges and the mottoes of the 
co/ps, regiments, and departmental 
corps of our army are a fascinating 
study. Each badge or device has 
story of its own. It is regimental 
history in “tabloid” Yorm. The army 
badges may be classified under the 
following headings: Royal badges, 
descriptive badges, national badges, 
territorial badges, family and clan 
badges, Indian and Mediterranean 
badges, and foreign badges. We have 
representations of the elephant and 
the horse, the tiger and the lion, the 
antelope, stag, and eagle, the cat, the 
serpent, and the Paschal lamb. 
Fabulous monsters are represented 
by the Sphinx and the dragon. The 
gun," grenade, fusil, lance, carbine, 
and rifle are badge^1,which clearly in­
dicate the branch of the service en­
titled to wear them. The trumpet, 
the bugle, and the French horn de­
note other units of the service, and 
flowers, leaves, and crosses have their 
special significance. The eagle is a 
foreign badge, and is one of the 
earliest standards of war. It was first 
used by the Persians. It is said to 
have been carried at the Battle of 
Cunaxa, B.C. 401, but it is most fa­
mous in history as the standard of 
Imperial Rome. Charlemagne, after 
the coronation in Rome, A.D. 800, 
adopted the spread eagle, by this 
badge denoting that in bis hands 
were the governments of both the 
Roman and German empires.
