The proprietors of the large Woollen
Factory at Hespeler, Messrs. Randall
Farr, & Co, are about to remove their

hi to M husetts. At this
establishment only long wool is used, and
only that kind of goods known as
*“Lustres "’ is produced. Itis the only
factory of the kind in Canada ; but their
chief market is in the United Btates ; and
it is not for want of protection here that
they desire to remove their machinery to
the United States, but to avoid payment
ot the high American duties which are
imposed upon tke goods when exported
thither. It will add about 50 per cent to
their profits, that being the rate of the
Americun duty on the particular class of
fabrics they mannfacture, when imported
into the United Btates. We understand,
also, that theyare to receive a large
bonus from the municipality within
whose bounds they will locate. These
facts show the absurdity of the Tory
statement that the firm has been driven
away by too much free trade.
