DISTRICT AND GENERAL

J. E. Hodgson, formerly inspector 
of High Schools, died last week at 
Campbellford.

In wood has a new furniture dealer 
and also an undertaker, the latter 
being the first the place has ever had.

John McGregor, aged 81, one of the 
old pioneers of Brooke, died on Sun­
day, May 7th, at the home of his niece, 
Mrs. Hone, in Watford.

T. Cousinean, aged 84, of Sandwich, 
died of blood poisoning from a scratch 
received in a playful boxing match 
with a prisoner at the jail.

Provincial Secretary Hanna lias up­
held the action of the license commis­
sioners in granting a three months’ 
license to West Lome hotel-keepers.

The town of Wallaceburg will de­
clare a 30-mill rate this year. They 
have no street pavement there, but 
they have given much assistance to 
new industries.

Halton county shareholders of the 
Farnlers Bank will hold a meeting at 
Milton on May 23rd to consider a line 
of defence against the collection of the 
double liability.

Dutton council has refused to renew 
its contract with the Electric Light 
Company and will arrange with Hon. 
Adam Beck for a public meeting to 
discuss hydro-electric power.

Edgar Fillmore is suing the town­
ship of Dunwick for $500 damages 
alleged to have been sustained by 
being thrown from his buggy while 
returning home from Dutton.

The uses to which electricity may be 
put seem to be illimitable. The latest 
is the displacement of the setting hen 
with hydro-electric power, successfully 
accomplished by a London poultry- 
man.

Mrs. Mary McLarty, of Claclian, 
died on Wednesday, May 10th, after 
a lingering illness. She was born in 
^.ld borough township and was 60 
years old. Her maiden name was 
Mary Campbell.

The twenty Chatham citizens who 
were charged with smuggling goods 
from Detroit on Good Friday evening 
have each been invited to pay a visit 
at the office of the customs officials 
and to incidentally settle for articles 
purchased.

As a means of getting rid of a cer­
tain London rector, who had become 
ahnoxious to the majority of the 
church members, the vestry of the 
church passed a resolution reducing 
his salary to $1 per month, to take 
effect July 1st.

The Canadian Northern Railway 
will erect an office building in Toronto, 
which, it is understood will be the 
highest “sky scraper” there. Depart­
ments of the McKenzie Mann in­
terests, who own or control the site, 
will be concentrated in the building.

J. Stuart, a Windsor brakeman, of 
the G. T. R., was knocked beneath his 
train at Long wood on Thursday, 
and escaped with only a severe shak­
ing and several gashes. A projecting 
roof threw him from the car, which 
was stopped just as the wheels touched 
him.

Wesley Scott, son of Harvey Scott 
of Nissouri who was shot by his 
daughter-in-law a year ago, has been 
awarded judgment by the divisional 
court, Toronto, in his suit against the 
executors of his father’s estate for 
possession of certain lands by virtue 
of a verbal agreement.

On Wednesday evening, April 26th, 
Alex. Leitcli, of Brooke township, was 
visited by a large number of neighbors 
and friends and presented with a com­
plimentary address and a suitcase and 
an umbrella, prior to the departure 
of himself and family from the neigh­
borhood. The Misses Leitch were also 
presented with an address and suitable 
remembrances.

It is reported that on Monday a 
large shipment of American cattle 
were brought onto the Toronto mar­
ket, where they were sold along with 
Canadian cattle. This is something 
that Canadian buyers say has not 
happened in years. The Buffalo cattle 
were brought over and the duty paid 
and yet they were able to compete 
with Canadian beef in price.

Mrs. Catharine Thomas, a respected 
resident of Rodney, died at the resi­
dence of her daughter, Mrs. T. C. 
Campbell, on Wednesday, May 10th, 
at the age of 85 years. The funeral 
service was conducted by Rev. M. A. 
Lindsay, of Newbury, on Friday, And 
interment was made at Wardsville 
cemetery. James Thomas, of North 
Aldborough, is a son of the deceased.

Mrs. John Purcell, wife of John Pur­
cell, of Concession 3, Aldborough, died 
on Wednesday, May 10th, after a brief 
illness with paralysis. She was in her 
71st year and is survived by her hus­
band, two sons, Archie J., of Mosa, 
and Malcolm, at home, and three 
daughters, Mrs. M. Watterworth. of 
Carman, Man.; Mrs. Duncan McIn­
tyre, of Swan River, Man., and Flor­
ence, at home.

The Miles farm of 95 acres, adjoin­
ing Forest, is being rapidly converted 
into an immense peach orchard.

Natural Gas for London.

The London Free Press says : Ac- ; 
cording to the statement of S. L. Mc­
Kay, of Sarnia, one of the natural gas 
promoters who came to the city yes- ; 
terday to interview the officers of the 
City Gas Company, London is to be ! 
served with natural gas by Septem- j 
ber 1.

Said Mr. McKay to The Free Press 
last night. :

“There is no doubt the natural gas 
will be here by the date mentioned. 
We expect that it will he distibuted i 
through the mains of the City Gas 
Company. A definite agreement as to ; 
that was not reached at this after- j 
noon’s meeting. But it is as certain 
as anything can be that the gas will 
be here. We have the pipes along the 
way now : indeed 25 miles of the 78 
are laid.”

“Do you think you have a supply ; 
that would meet the needs of the city 
for years to come?" Mr. McKay was 
asked.

“We contemplate to spend $800,000 
to bring the gas here,” h»* replied. 
“We would hardly do that if we were 
not sure that we would have it to 
market for many years to come.”

Further, he stated that the gas will 
be brought through a 12-inch main 
extending straight from the Tilbury 
fields. This main, he declared, would 
carry 20,000,000 cubic feet a day, 
which should be sufficient for the 
city’s needs. The intention is to retail 
the gas at 25 cents a thousand feet.
