NEW YORK HAD VOLCANOES

Craters Plainly Seen ia One Cor-
ner of Oneida County.

Interesting Chapter of the Near-By
State’s Geological History.

Utica, June 25.—Oneida county has
& number of good things, but it is|
doubtful if the ordinary Inhabitant
realizes that it has extinct volcanoes
taking a quiet snooze in the north-
west corner of the county. P. J. Love-
land, of Taberg, contributes an inter-
esting chapter to the geological his-
tory of the county. He contends that
thesa extinct craters aere plainly in
evidence on the farms of Messrs. Mack
end Kulp in the Stone Hopper district
near Taberg. They are on top of the
hill and thelr tops are like three im-
mense kettles set in an arch. They

are from 100 to 200 feet deep, and to |
all appearances have filled up perhaps
80 to 100 feet from their original depth. |
Two of them are nearly dry, but the
upper one has a pond in it, with no |
inlet or outlet to be seen. |

It is supposed that at some period |
in the past these craters belched out |
an immense Quantity of water, stone |
and sand. The store and mud, being |
heavy, fell near the crater, forming |
the hill. The sand, being lighter, fol-
jowed the water spout further, mak-
ing the sand plains found Dbetween
Taberg and Camden and McConnells- |
ville. The water was so abundant |
that there was a great inland sea |
where Taberg is, and another at Bloss-
vale and one at McConnellsville.

It is evident that there was no fire |
svhen those volcanoes had their erup- |
tions, as no scoria is found. The |
volcanoes were simply of the hot water |
or steam variety. !

Another curious natural formation |
iz on what is known as Bryant H#I |
or Percival Hill, about two miles
north-east of Camden village. On the
summit of the hill are several regular
hollows, round in form, which are 50 |
to 75 feet deep and probably 150 feet |
across. These formations are famili- |
arly known as the ‘“Devil's Punch |
Bowls.” Everything indicates that at |
some period a powerful upheaval took |
place on the top of Bryant or Perci-
val Hill.

AWFUL CRIME
OF NURSE TOPPAN

Confessess to the Murder of
Thirty-One Persons.

HER TRIAL LASTED SIX HOURS

She Was Aocoguitted of Murder on
the Gronnd of Insanity—Goes to
Asylum for Life.

Boston, June 24.—Suspected of the
death ef eleven persons and indicted
for murdering three, Miss Jane Top-
pan, who was legally declared insane
yesterday, has confessed that during
her career as a professional nurse she
killed no less +than thirty-one per-
gons. The statement was made to
Judge Fred. M. Bixby, of Brockton,
her senior counsel at her trial, at
Barnstable, yesterday, when she was
found not guilty, because of insanity,
on the charge of having murdered
Mrs. Mary D. Gibbs.

Judge Bixby said also that
Toppan admitted that she had set
fires and committed other serious
acte. She said she could not help
committing the crimes. She argued,
however, that she was mnot insane.
She said she knew she was doing
wrong when she administered poison
to her victims, and she asked Judge
Bixby how under such circumstances
she could be of unsound mind.
Morphine was Miss Toppan’s agency
for producing death. Many of her
victims were unsuspecting, and most
intimate friends; others were the
patients of reputabie physicans, who
employed her on account of abilities
as a nurse. She was so expert in her
knowledge of how to employ drugs and
polsons that she was able to escape
detection for years.

In the detailed story, as told to
Judge Bixby, she did not enumerate
her many victims, although she did
admit the killing of Mrs. Gibbs, Mrs.
Harry Gordon, of Chicago, and Alden
P. Davis, all of whom died at Catau-
met last summer.

Miss Toppan was indicted last De-
cember for these three
state electing to try her on the Gibbs
count yesterday.

THE TRIAL.

Miss Jane Toppan, nurse, was found
not guilty, by reason of insanity, of
the murder by poisoning of Mrs. Mary
D. Gibbs, of Cataumet, on August 12,
1901, before a special sitting of the
superior court here yesterday. The
time 'occupied in the trial of the
woman on so grave a charge was
scarcely six hours from the opening
of ,the court until Miss Toppan had
been sentenced to spend the remainder
of her natural life in the Taunton in-
sane asylum.

When the government presented its
evidence the sensational incident oc-
curred in the testimony of Henry
Steadman, of Boston, an alienist, who
said that Jane Toppan told him, in
the presence of other medical experts,
that she had fixed Mrs. Gibbs by giv-
ing her a polsonous dose of atrophine
and morphine.

EVIDENTLY INSANE.

Resting as the case did on the tes-
timony of alienists as to the defend-
ant’s mental condition, the testimony
of Drs. Jedy and Steadman was par-
ticularly interesting. They said that
in their opinion, based on several ex-
aminations, Jane Toppan was insane
on June 3, and is now suffering from
insanity, and she {8 not responsible
for the crime for which she is charged.

At the conclusion of the expert evi-
dence both Judge Parker and counsel
for Miss Toppan stated to the court
and jury that the brevity of the case
was based on the importance of the
testimony of the alienists. Mr. Bixby
further asked the court, Judges Braley
and Bell, that it instruct the jury to
report a verdict of neot guilty for
reason of insanity. The court did so,
and the jury retired. In twenty min-
utes the jury returned with a verdict
as ordered.

Miss Toppan was then called to the
bar and ordered committed to
Taunton insane asylum for the re-
mainder of the days of her life,

HER VICTIMS.

While Miss Toppan was tried on the
indictment charging the murder of
Mrs. Gibbs, she was charged also by
the Government with the deaths of
Mr.
D. Gordon at Cataumet. These deaths
occurred within a short time of each
other.

In addition the deaths of the fol-
lowing persons who were nursed by
Miss Toppan had been inquired into:
Miss Connors, of <Cambridge; Mrs.
Allen P. Davis, of Cambridge; Mrs. O.
M. Brigham, of Lowell; Florence N.
Calkins, housekeeper for Mrs, Brig-
ham; Mrs. Edna Banister,
bridge, sister of Mrs. Brigham.
