late Sir Edmund Walker, who died 
March 27, the estate of $1,105,107 is 
divided equally among his four sons 
and three daughters. The estate is 
made up of cash. $3.474; bonds, $89,- 
065: stocks, $781,154; insurance. 
$90,959; real estate. $64.540: book 
debts, etc.. $72,583; miscellaneous. 
$3,331. There are also certain stores 
and furnishings of the residence, in­
cluding pictures, not yet valued. The 
will is dated Oct. 19. 1912, and im­
poses no stipulations as to the use 
to be made of the estate.

"One reason for my will as above." 
it is explained, "is mv dislike of the 
exposure in the public press of the 
private concerns of individuals and 
their families."

Succession duties from the estate 
of the late Sir Edmund Walker will 
aggregate about $143,060. There is a 
tax of 10 per cent on estates exceed­
ing $1.000.000, which amounts to 
$110.510, and, in addition is a surtax 
of three per cent, when the amount 
bequeathed an individual member of 
the family exceeds $150,000, which it 
does in this case by about $5,000. the 
tax being about $4,650 from each of 
the seven who share the estate.
