The number of new collieries now being 
sunk and opened out in the West Riding of 
Yorkshire i* unprecedented in the history 
of the coal trade in that county Accord- 
ing t ■ the report of Mr F. N. Wardel, her 
Majesty 8 Inspector of Mines for Yorkshire, 
there were in March last no fewer the . 107 
collieries in the course of being s iak, some 
of which are being opened out w a wale 
hitherto unknown in mining operations in 
that district. The largest number is in the 
Leeds district, where 1.36 are returned. 20 
of which are in the course of sinking to the 
Hugh Moor and other seams. No fewer 
than 17 pits out of 64 are returned as in the 
course of sinking in tiie Wakefield district 
to the beds that are being worked there. 
The Sheffield district, which is debited 
with 48 collieries, has 16 in the course of 
sinking, the Bromley main belonging to 
the Earl of Wharncliffe, and one belonging 
te Mesars. Newton, Chambers & Co., being 
amongst the most notable. The Pon- 
tefraet district. which of late years 
has been greatly developed, contains only 
13 collieries, of which fire are in the course 
of sinking; some of the undertakings are 
rather extensive and of an interesting 
kind. Amongst the pits returned as sink- 
ing is the Fitzwilliam Main Hemsworth, 
belonging to Mr J. R. Foschek. Here an 
excellent seam of coal has been won since 
the returns have been sent in. and as the 
coal field is a maiden one a good deal of in. 
terest is being attached to the discovery. 
Another of the pits returned as sinking is 
the South Kirby colliery, belonging to the 
South Kirby Coal Company, who are open- 
ing ont a largo colliery, capable of yielding 
an extensive tonnage yearly. Sinkings are 
also going on rapidly at the Glass Hough 
ton. Frystone and Featherstone Manor col- 
lieries. The output of coal in Yorkshire 
during the past six or seven years has 
greatly increased. In 1868 the quantity 
of coal raised in the West Riding was 
9,705,000 tons; in 1870 it was 11,516,000 
tons, and in 1872 it had increased to 14,- 
576,600 tons. In 1875 the amount of 
mineral raised in the district was 16,395,- 
503 tons, whilst in the past year it amount- 
ed to 15,707,14.3 tons.

- The first and only railway in China 
the line from Shanghai to Woosung, re- 
cently built by English capitalists, turns 
out lobe a great success. There is a regu- 
lar traffic, and a rush for the cars at the 
stations. The nimble natives are parti ularly 
expert at getting inside the cars.

The railway hav- 
ing thus become incorporated with the new 
policy of the most conservative nation of 
the world, it is estimated that before many 
years English and American engineers, 
contractors, and builders will be having 
something to do with the vast interior of 
the Chinese Empire.

From the Cincinnati Enquirer.
Howard City, Mich., June 11.—"Thank 

God!"
So exclaimed a hundred thousand Michi- 

ganders the other day when the clouds 
poured down torrents of rain hour after 
hour-enough to drown out even a forest 
fire.

Your correspondent was in Osceola 
county when the fires first began. In the 
midst of a wilderness of pine and thicket, 
miles away from village or hamlet, was a 
pioneer's cabin. The clearing around it 
comprised about ten acres. Some of the 
ground was ready for corn, and some of 
it had been sowed and planted, while 
the forest around was so damp and green 
that one would have smiled at the idea of 
great sheets of flame climbing those tall 
treesand waving fifty feet above them. One 
night some hunters built a grand fire 
against a heap of dry logs. The next day 
they were miles away, and the fire had be- 
gun to creep. Little tongues of flame 
reached out after dry sticks and limbs, 
larger tongues followed them, and before 
night the fire had control of an acre of 
forest. That was start enough. At mid- 
night the wind came up fresh, and the heat 
of the firo drove through the forest, scorching 
and baking a trail for the red flames.

"I'm afraid there is a fre in the woods to 
the west of us,” said the pioneer one morn- 
ing as we stood at his cabin door.

We could scent the odor ef burning trees 
and leaves, and there was a smoky look to 
the forest. At noon the odor was stronger, 
the smoke denser, and the live stock 
around the clearing began to exhibit aigny 
of alarm. When the oxen were unyoked 
to be fed they turned their heads to the 
west, scented the air for a moment, and 
then charged across the clearing to the east 
at ‘u"l speed, being out of wight in twomin-

Our cave waa like an oven. The earth 
on the roof was soon baked as dry as 
powder. The green logs began to stew and 
burn, and in ten minutes we were almost 
as wet as if we had fallen into the river, and 
were hard pressed for breath. Buried in 
the side of that hill, we were in the centre 
of an ocean of flame, of acres of the hottest 
kind of fire. For miles to the west the fire 
was eating away at trees and logs, and into 
the very ground. The wall of fire which 
had reached its red arms over the clearing 
was now miles to the east. North six 
miles, south six miles; and the pioneer and 
his wife knelt beside the gasping, choking 
babe, and wept and prayed. That was an 
awful night. The heat did not abate till 
after midnight, and almost every minute 
we could hear the dull thud of the mighty 
trees as they yielded to the fire and 
fell among the great heaps of coals. 
From ten o'clock to midnight we existed 
only by lying flat on the ground to secure 
breath. The babe seemed constantly at 
the point of death, but the other children 
suffered leas than the grown people. Next 
morning the worst had passed. Before us 
was a c leared space, with every stump 
burning, and the ground covered with 
ashes, coals, and burning branches. Be- 
yond the clearing the forest was a strange, 
lonesome sight. Some trees had burned, 
some were burning, and others had been 
robbed of leaves and smaller limbs, leaving 
the blackened trunk a landmark to appall 
the hearts of future settlers. We could not 
leave the cave that day nor that night, and 
the next morning everybody was nearly 
dead with thirst and exhausted with 
hunger. The pioneer and myself carried 
wife and little ones nearly half a mile 
over the baked and smoking ground to 
a creek, and were fortunate enough 
to find the half roasted body of a deer in 
the blood-warm water. The animal had 
lain down in the water to avoid the heat, 
and had been literally roasted alive, as the 
water was not over six inches deep, and the 
heavy fringe of bushes on either side of the 
creek had blazed fiercely.
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double this amount for every subsequent 
one, while provision i made in the 181st 
section of the same Act for enforcing the 

penalty awarded by the magistrate.
In order to avoid everything like harsh- 

noss in carrying out this law, the amend- 
ments introduced during the last ses- 
eton of the Ontario Legislature pro­
vide that the following clause be 
added to the end of sections twenty­
seven. eighty-six, and one hundred and 
fifty-eight, viz.:—"Unless, from the cir- 
“cumstances of the case, the Board is satis- 
" fled that such neglect or violation has not 
"been wilful, or has been caused by ex- 
" treme poverty, or ill-health, or too great a 
" distance from any school."

This amendment should remove all 
objections to enforcing the compulsory 
clauses of the School Act, and induce all 
parties entrusted with the administration 
of the law to endeavor to give practical 
effect to this provision. It has always 
been foreseen and admitted by those who 
have given their attention to the subject of 
national education, that compulsory attend- 
ance must be accepted as a necessary com- 
plementan essential factor in a free school 
system. It would be not only illogical, but 
unjust, to tax all for the education of all, 
and then allow a portion of the people to 
grow up in ignorance through the indiffer- 
ence, the avarice, or the viciousness of 
parents or guardians.

The alternative here is undoubtedly a 
hard one. It is that of perpetuating ignor- 
ance and all its attendant evils, or interfer- 
ing with the full exercise of parental au- 
thority. The last is highly repugnant to 
all Britons, but in view of the advantages 
to society, not only in Great Britain but in 
nearly all civilized nations, the right of the 
parent when exercised in opposition to the 
general good, has been forced to yield; and 
where the parent fails in his duty to his 
children and to society, the State steps in 
and assumes to stand in loco parentis to his 
wr nged offspring. The operation of the 
law is not confined to public and high 
schools. All the children of the Province 
between seven and twelve come within the 
purvieu of this part of the law for four 
months of the year, and all the choice and 
all the liberty allowed parents under these 
provisions, are to send their children where 
they please and have them educated how 

1 they please. The question of regularity of 
attendance is under precisely the same con- 

i ditions— the will of the parent having to 
yield to the requirements of the law and 
general regulations.

By the efforts of an active, well organized 
Committee more might be raised in this 
way than has yet been subscribed in money, 
and in most cases, contributions of this 
kind will be found even more useful than 
assistance in money. This scheme has al- 
ready been spoken of, and we hope to see it 
carried out with vigor and success.

THE COMPULSORY CLAUSE.

The Huronites have led the way in giving 
force and vitality to a most important pro- 
vision of the School Laws of the Province. 
On an appeal from the decision of two J. 
P.’s of the locality in which the case oo- 
curred, the County Court Judge sitting at 
Goderich, has confirmed the decision of the 
local magistrates, establishing the right of 
children to four months’ edu ation each 
year from seven to twelve, inclusive. This 
law has been on the statute book for sever­
al years past, but it lias been permitted to 
remain a dead letter, because no one 
wished to make himself so officious as to in- 
terfere between a parent and his offspring, 
and also because, in many cases, the cir- 
cumstances of the family may have been 
such as to require the assistance of every 
member, even of the young, and no con- 
siderate man would willingly become in- 

strumental in imposing a fine upon a 
struggling family placed under such con- 
ditions. It is highly probable that 
these or similar reasons may 
have had their influence in deterring trus- 
tees and others from taking action under 
the law. and in vindicating the rights of 
the young to some degree of education where 
these rights were withheld by their natural 
guardians.

Section 27 of the School Act of 1874, 
makes ample provision in country districts; 
and Sections 156. 7 and 8, are equally ex- 
plicit regarding the duties of trustees in 
cities and towns regarding compulsory edu. 
cation; still it is difficult to find any penalty 
provided for the neglect of this duty. The 
law makes obligatory upon trustees to ascer­
tain before the thirty-first day of Decern

TO THE HARDWARE TRADE!

Now that London has thrown in its mite ' 
of aid to the greatly swelling fund for the 1 
relief of the sufferers by fire at St. John, 
N. B., it may be properly asked. What are 
we going to do to protect ourselves? The 
question of a water supply for fire purposes 
has been before the citizens for ten years. or 
more. An Act authorizing the construe- 
tion of them by Company, or otherwise, was 
passed four years ago, oud yet up to the 
present time nothing has been done. The 

city is still absolutely at the mercy of that 
which it is - hyperbole to call the "de- 
vourivs element." A few water tanks is 
ol the resource that exists, though a river 
encircles three-fourths of the city, and 
ample sources of supply are elsewhere near 
at hand. The Corporation, shifting in the 
elements of its composition from year to 
year, is still pottering over a matter which 
one bold man might have successfully 
grappled with. And it is doubtful if they 
will yet be able to succeed in pleasing 
either themselves or the public. It would 
seem that such a body contains, from the 
very element of its composition, too great a 
difference of opinion to permit of prompt 
and united action. Yet it is just such ac­
tion that is so much required. While the 
fiddle-faddle of talk is going on, each muni- 
cipal representative being seemingly, afraid 
of his constituents or his shadow, the city 
lies open to the calamity of a sweeping fire. 
It is true that we have enjoyed a happy 
immunity of lata from serious accident from 
that cause. Yet it would be folly to rely 
upon a continuation of it. The cup of mis- 
fortune goes round, and given the same con- 
ditions the same results will inevitably pre- 
sent themselves sooner or later. Within 
the city are gathered the same 
dangerous conditions which have led up 
to serious conflagrations elsewhere. Cities 
have been seen to melt away before the all- 
searching tongue of flame, and fires that 
might have been checked at the moment of 
their birth have grown to proportions 
which have defied control, and inflicted un- 
told loss and misery.

Flames leap from street to 
to street. Burning embers are carried on 
the wind from block to block, and desola, 
tion is hurled around as if proceeding from 
a cyclone. And so, in fact, it does; for the 
intensity of the heat creates whirlwinds 
and eccentric courses of the atmo- 
sphere, which carry aloft danger, and 
reproduce disaster. The Fir Department, 
as we have it, is efficient so far as it goes. 
But it lackstwo essential accesnories— It is 
devoid of an adequate supply of water, and
