Energetic Attack on the Powers of
Darkuness By the Salva-
* tion Army.

Comimandant Booth Leads Agalust the
Foe—“In Darkest England”
And the Way Out- o

Sunday was a gnnd field day with the’
Salvation Army, who, led by Commnnginnﬁ
Herbert, -Booth, waged war against the
¢ powers of darkness,” ' From early morn-
ing ‘“‘knee drill” skirmishing was main-
tained, the fight terminating in the evening
with & reguhr “¢ battle for souls,” the forces
being engaged all along the line. Judging
from the happy faces of the soldiers, they
felt their efforte were not devoid of smccess.
The battlefield in the evening was the Vic-
to'.til‘the‘tre, which long before the *‘en-
gagement ” began was crowded. The stage
presented ‘a strange aspect for a theatre,
with the lines of ‘‘soldiers,” in red and
blue ‘uniforms, seated there, waiting for or-
ders to begin the action.

*¢ Fire a volley ! ” was the command given
by Staff Captain Banks, as she stood near
the wings.

“Hallelujah ! ” shouted the soldiers, and
at the umed Mn: Com: - -‘W* Booth
with Brigadier Margetts, o innipeg ;
ShﬂiCn:gin Millsaps, editor of the Cali.
fornia edition of the War Cry,, and Stafi-
Captain Morton, of Seattle, entered and
took their seats at the front of the plat-
form,

Led Brigadier Margetts, and to the
music ofby the Army’s brass band, soldiers
and andience joined in a h?mn to the fam-
iliar old popular welody, *“ Carry me Back
to Tennessee.”

There is nothing conventional about the
Army’s methods, which is no doubt the
secret of their wonderful success, and their
way of conducting their meetings is certain-
ly not dull.

Brigadier Marpetts and other officers
prayed and exhorted, the soldiers punctuat-
ing every good point made or truth stated
by liberal interpolations of *f Praise the
Lord,” * That’s so, Glory to God,””**Amen.”
The language nsed was quaint in many in-
stances but effective.

officer, ** because thou art good. 1f-thom
wer’t not good we would all have been in
hell long ago.”

“ You ate drifting to your doom,” was a
ckorus sung, to the accompaniment of Brig-
adier Margetts’ concertina, an instrument
both he and the Commandant play re-
markably well,

end of a verse, “ while money and influence
and affluence and riches are being held out
to you by the] énemy you are drifting to
your dopm.” "

Commandant Booth did not speak until
after the collection wus taken up. Then he

“1 must have something strange in my
voice,” he said, as one of the numerous
babies.in the building started up a vigorous
racket. ‘“I never begin to speak but haif
a dozen babies immediately want o contra-
dict me. I won’t be talked down.”

He told a capital story of a rich widow
in a Salvation Army ‘meeting dropping a
sovereign in the collection as the widow’s
mite, g moved to drop in a second piece
of gold on being- reminded by the ‘“level
headed sergeant that vhe - Biblical widow
dropped in ““two_mites.” She wouldn’t,
hoquer,};ép in her fal pirse, when the
wily sergeant, encouraged by his success,
reminded her that the widow ** gave all that
she had.” . ;

After getting' his congregation in good
bumor,  the Commandant led off -with
¢ Wonderful Words of Life” on his
concertina, and then energetic, earn-
est Staff Captain Morton made & - fer-
vent  appeal to - the people to
repent. ‘The Commandant, though evidenr-
ly fatigued and his stooped, slightly-built

gure betokening a constitution far from
strong, then spoke again. Graduslly his
voice warmed to the work and the words
came flowing in real eloquence from his lips,
while his faced glowed with the enthusiasm
thet: came with his theme—repentance.
More powerful rose his voice as in & burst of
feeling he besought his audience not to be
indifferent. :

“ There is one 'thin% worse than being
damned —the thought that you were fooled
into the Bottomless abyss—that you never
gave your soul a chance.”

Then experiences were fiven by several
of ‘the officers, and at the.close quite a num-
ber of ** penitents” were gathered in.

Yesterday three -meetings were held, the
most interesting being that in the Vie-
toria theatre in the evening. It was
not a regular Salvation Army meeting,
but rather a lecture by the Commandant on
the *“ Darkest Englsnd and the way. out ”
scheme. Semator MeclInnes ogcupied the
chair, and the -vast andience that filled
avery available seat and overflowed into the
aisles and lobbies was composed of citizens
of all. and classes and creeds, almost
evenly divided between ladies and gentle-
tien. And those who made it their con-
venience to attend were delighted. The
story of how the Army work had developed
and was bein on  was well told.
The Commandant, -as he progressed, grew
warmly eloguent and made the andience
join in his vigofous_enthusissm.. His de-
scriptions of the vice and misery and

ualor of London were vivid and forceful.

aving arranged his various subjects into
battalions he proceeded systematically to
‘“review ” them, thus taking up in order
the different phases of the Army work.
He told of the establishment of 'the first
“shelters,” where, in London, for one
penny a wman or woman can get a good
l?nn'e meal and a comfortable bed. Two
of the shelters had been opened in Canada,
one in Toronto and one in Montreal, and
great orood had already been done. This
was holding out the bread of mortal life in
one band and the bread of immortal life in
the other. Then he told of the rescue work
being .carried on to save and redeem
criminals, and' to Jift ap fallen women and
save them from a life of shame. In graphic
‘language - he depicted the scemes in the
great ‘‘sweating shops” of England, where
fortunes were being made for the owners at
the expense of the poor unfortunate women,
who were compelled to work for 12 to 25
cents a week, and then he related how the |
Salvation Army had endeavored to correct
this evil by starting in competition, and
bow they were #mcceeding. One. instance
of this he gave in the match making busi-
ness, and ‘ he asked - all  who
‘wished to assist' -the resone work of
the army to always buy the * Darkest
England ‘lights.”

TRIPOLI AND THORNHILL.

In the James Bay Methodist church, on
Sunday evening last, & very attentive eon-
gregation listened to a- sermon: by the
pastor, Revt E. Robson, on the lessona to
be learned from the loss of H. M. 8.  Vie-
toria, at Tripoli, and the miving disaster at:
Thornhill: The text chosen was Amos,
4,12 : * Prepare to meet thy God.” After
a few prelimihary ‘remarks,  the great
marine disaster. was referred to. The
manceuvring  of the squadron by ' Viece-
Admiral on; the order signalled
to  the commanders; the _consterna-
tion with which the érder' was ' re-
ceived ;' the hesitation of  Rear-Ad-
miral Markham to obey the’ order ; ' his
rcompliance ; the efforts made by the dom-
manders to avert the disaster; the sending
of boats in view of the fatal outcome ; the
order sending the boats back ‘to the ship ;
the crash when' the ships collided ; the eight
minutegembrace of each other by the mon-
ster ironclads ; the separation ; the muster-
ing of the marines, first on forecastle, then
on quarter deck ; the disciplined and brave
men falling in by watches as
firmly and quietly as if on the parade
ground ; the heeling over of the mighty
ship ; the order given also too late—
for every man to save himself; the head:
long plunge of the great iron structure into
ocean’s depths; the gallant Admiiral with
folded arms meeting his ‘fate, while the
chaplain perishes trying to rescue the sick;
the fate of thege who, swimming for life,

revolving propellor and crushed; the sud-
denly opening- vortéx and the'loss of brave
men therein; the rescue of the survivors
by the boats of the Camperdown and
other slfips, were briefly touched upon,

The first lesson to be learned was, that
man’s knowledge and skill are imperfect.
1f Admiral Tryon, one of theablest, best in-
u&rncudin;d mollb experienced oﬁcatll'):f the
navy, with ample time to prepare the pro-
gr:uyune to be carried out, with a calm sea,
a clear 1:3. and no confusion, or hurry,
made a takey or if Admiral Markham
and others failed to understand how a prac-
tical manceuvre  could be carried out, then
who may not blunder orfail? If this oc-
curs after all the improvements in naval
architecture, the .most thorough technical:
eduncation and exhaustive .training, then
where is the perfection of human mind and
judgment? * With all the laws, rules,
and regulations governing the British m.:{,
is it possible that in time of peace, on still
waters, approaching a safe barbor, these
handreds of able brave hearted,
thoronghly disciplined men should stand
still and go down with the sinking ship be-
cause of some mistake by an officer—slain,
not by their enemies, but. by their best
friends, and none allowed to save them, or
they to save themselves, til} too la‘e ? From
the sinking Victoria the divine message
comes to ue, * Prepare to meet thy God.”
‘We have no better hold on life than had the
robust, | energetic, intrepid sailors and
marines on the ill-fated ship. ™ Let us be
ready for whatever may come, life or death.
The same preparation is required for one as
for the other. -

The great calamity at the Ingram colliery,
Thornhill, was' then referred- to, with the
sorrowful results to the bereaved friends of
the miners.
