DETAILS OF THE STORY THAT HE
HAS SURRENDERED.
SRR
Most of His Men Desert Him — He Then
Flees from MKhartoum, but is Beset
by the Natives, Returns to Sheandy

and Gives Himself Up.

Cairo, Nov. 1.—A special despatch to
the khedive from Dongola conveys the
graphic recital of Chinese Gordon’s capture
as told by an arch sheik who left Shendy
on Oct. 7.

As long_ as seven weeks ago, runs the |

story, Khartoum was surrounded by a hest
of rebels from the Nile country. On ac-
count of the scarcity of provisions serious
disaffection arose among the garrison,
This teeling, though largely among the
men, was shared by the officers, who ina
body informed Gen. Gordon that they be-
lieved the time had come to give in. Gen.
Gordon’s answer angered the officers. They

accused him of deceit, of putting them in
peril of their lives to add to his personal
glory in case he withstood the repeated
assaults of the rebels until the relief should
come. Gordon tried to calm them by say-
ing that the relief expedition had reached
Dongola. They demanded that he order
an advance to meet it. Gordon finally
agreed to this, and ordered Col. Stewart
to prepare the boats. Before this brave
officer had completed his arrangements
some 8000 of the garrison went over to the
rebels, and Gordon found himself with
about 2000 whom he could trust. It was
now clear to Gordon that nothing was left
but retreat, and with the remnant of his
force he dropped down the Nile towards
Shendy. The banks immediately swarmed
with rebels, who after a few miles had been
passed threw continuous showers of spears
and arrows at the retreating forces. Many
were wounded and some quite seriously.
Thousands of natives poured down from
the mountains, where they had long been
in waiting for the final struggle. They
harassed the troops by pouring volleys into
them from rifles that they secured by
treachery. Their aim was good, and many
on the hoats were badly wounded.

When Shendy was reached, it was in
possessicn of the rebels, Here they were
met by an effective artillery fire, in trying
to evade which many of the boats were
grounded on the opposite bank of the Nile,
and their occupants taken prisoners.
Many of the boats were then disabled and
those who succeeded in running the block-
ade gathered a short distance below
Shendy for a consultation, All this time
they were followed by a galling fire from
the rebels on either bank. Gordon ordered
a return to Khartoum, rather than expose
the remainder of his command to certain
death. At this time Col. Stewart’s boat
was far in advance of the flotilla and the
signal to return was unseen by him, as he
proceeded onward. He is known to have

assed Berber, but beyond that nothingN

aown of his fate, All the other b
obeyed Gordon’s command and' started
the return, still followed by horde
rebels, maddened with the certainty of Vic-
tory over the great Gordon.

The command behaved nobly, bat in the

Shendy the fire was so hob that Gordon
was compelled to surrender. Gordon was
immediately placed under a strong guard
and conveyed to the Mahdi's quarters.
The other officers and men of his command
are still prisoners at Shendy.

Carro, Nov, 2.—A Cairo despatch says
ghe Mahdi, in the beginning of September,
hearing of the advance of the Britsh forces
made a supreme effort to reduce Khartoum
which place at the end of September was
surrounded by a hundred and fifty thou-
sand rebels. Supplies failing the garrison
began to waver. A deputation of officers

. complained bitterly to Gordon that they

had been deceived by the promise of British
aesistance and accused him of aiding in the
deception, Theydemanded & retreat to Don-
gola, and threatened unless this was done
to join the Mahdi. Gordon thereupon
consented to the plan proposed. Mean-
while a panic arose, and 8000 soldiers and
civilians deserted in a body. Two thou-
gand remained - faithful and em-
barked with @Gordon. The rebels were
advance of what has occurred and barassed
the retreat to Shendy where masses of reb-
els provided- with artillery disabled the
flotilla, Only @ol..Stewart’s vessel suc-
coeded in passing Berber and shortly after-
ward it was wrecked. The remainder of
the flotilla was obliged to return south-
ward and on reaching Shendy the entire
force was captured. About October Gor-
don was sent to the Mahdi's camp, where
he is now a close prisoner.

FATAL THEATRE PANTG.

Sixteen Lives Lost at the Glasgow Star—
A False Cry of Fire.

Grascow, Nov. 1 —A terrible disaster
occurred at the Star, theatre to-night. Dur-/
ing the performance acry of “fire” was
raised. In an instant the immense andi-
ence was on its feet and rushing toward
the doors. - The exits became blocked and
a terrific struggle ensued, men-and women
fighting and trampling upon each other in
their frantic efforts to reach the street.
The attaches of the theatre and the police

vainly tried to quell the excitement by as-
suring the panic-striken peoplethat there
was no fire, but their cries only gerved to
augment the chaos,” The shricks and
curses of the terrified and unrcasonin
people packed in the narrow aisles an
corridors & a large crowd
in . front of the ‘building, but
they could render no  assistance,
being unable to enter. The fatal
crush occured where the corridors leading
from the pit and gallery converge, and
here the struggle was most violent. Han-
dreds of men and women were almost en-
tirely denuded. Men would force them-
selves upon the shoulders of others, only
to be themselves thrown down and ‘tramp-
led upon, while the women in their desper-
ation fought with the ferocity of tigreases.
The efforts of the actors aided by the
cooler headed of the audience were finally
successful in persuading those in the rear
that there was no fire, and the pressure
gradually lessened, allowi those in front
to get into the street. hen the pamic
had subsided and the theatre was cleared,
it was found that sixteen persons had been
killed, twelve fatally injured and. many
others badly hurt, while the corridors,
aisles and vestibules were strewn with
articles of clothing, jewelry, etc. The
alarm was started by a discharged work-
man about the theatre, out of revenge tor
his dismissai. He has been srrested.

Grascow, Nov. 2.—The ‘man ‘whose cry
of *“iré" caused the panic hase been ar-
rested. He was drunk at the time. The
scene on the staircade is deseribed as
terrible. The steps were strewn with rib-
bons, hats and shawls, -The victims were
first suffocoted, then trampled to death.
The panic lasted fifteen minutes. Thg
authorities had disapproved of the means
of exit and it was contemplated to com-
struct an additional exit from the gallery.
The scenes witnessed when relatives iden-
tified the dead were most affecting. Among
the victims were eight females. ;

Damage to Property — Many Persons
Frightened — The Newspapers Have

The firing of the two big “Roosian”
guns in the Queen’s park at 1 o’clock Sat-
urday morning was a well-executed stud-
ent prank, But it came pretty near hav-
ing » disastrous effect. Asit was, a great
many women and children were fright-
ened; and had the two explosions been at
the one time there could not have been a
whole pane of glass left in the neighbor-
hood. The windows in the residence
of Robert Myles, No. 2 Queen’s park (the
house nearest the guns), were broken, Mrs.
Myles sustained a severe shock, and one of
the servants was rendered speechless. Mr.
Myles, who was wakened out of a sound
sleep, thought his gas metre had exploded
or that burglars were around. He gotup,
took a revolver, and began to reconmoitre,
but only feund a draught coming in at the
window and the floor strewn with Jbroken
glass. Mr. Myles is an officer in the To-
ronto field battery and says he would not
have minded if the boys had given him the
tip so that he could have hoisted his win-
dows before-hand, and warned his servant
girls-to look out for reports. Thomas
Ellwood, who lives at No. 4 Queen’s
park, heard the first explosion, had time to
get up on his elbow to see the flash of the

second, and on looking out of the window
saw clouds of smoke rolling away from the
guns, Another gentleman in the park had
to read for two heurs to his wife before he
could calm her excitement. The girls in
the Bishop Strachan school were also
greatly alarmed. Some of the theological
students in the divinity schools near by
thought of the last d:g.
The plot was formed and carried out by
four university students who called in two
of their fellows as assistants, They areall
taking a science course and had worked up
the plot in shape. They began at
11 o'clock to clean out the guns—they
were filled with stones, old boots, etc., put
there by children, Three worked while
three watched, It was no easy business
getting the chambers cleared. They tnen
divided there bags ef powder into two
charges, inserted it and rammed it home
with newspa and gravel, of course first
connecting the powder with a fuse which
hung out of the muzzle. When all was
y the fuse was touched and the plot-
ters had time to get to the band stand,
where they watched in breathless sus-
nse, The two shocks exceeded their
ondest tions, and they retired as a
flying column over the groun

There was little or no fun in the neigh-
borhood; terror prevajled. Thousands
were awakened and hifreds got up and
looked out. But nothin, Id belearned.
The fun was all down town., The way
policemen in their big overeoats and the
night watchmen ran about the streets, up
the lanes and iuto yards was the funniest
thing The World has seen for many a day.
Every policeman of the fifty or more who
are around the centre of the city was ready
to take his oath that the explosion had oc-
curred just near him.  Qne bad reporter,
who is said to have had a tip, was espe-
cially active in running with the police
and suggesting dynamite ia all sorts of im-
possible places. *

Another funny feature was the excite-
ment it prodaced in the newspaper offices.
It was just at one and the four
offices seemed to be full of reparters,
who were at once poured out on the streets
and these kept running up and down the
Janes headed by the had reporter already
mentioned. Others got into cabs and
drove to the old fort, to the Don, and to
Yorkville. But The World was the only
paper that had a man on the scene of the
explosion, and got an accurate account of
the explosion. Every one of the other

rs had from four to eight men on if,
had their telephones raking the town, cabs
at their disposal, and two hours befere they
closed down on copy. The result of their
enterprise is shown in the following lucid
paragraphs :

The Mail: Considerable excitement was
caused amongst the policemen about 1 o'clock
this morning, by twe loud reports following
in quick succession, coming from the direc-
tion of the Queen’s park. The reports were
heard at No. 5 police station, St. Paul’s ward,
and also at the south end of the city.. Some
were under the impression that the reports
were caused by explosions of gun-powder or
dynamite, while others were of the opinion
that they were produced by shots m a
gun, At the time of goim{) to press the mys-
tery of the reports had not been solved. |
