Premier M owat introduced a bill for further 
' Improving the admiaietration of justice. A 

very lively debate took place on the reso­
lution of Mr. Gibson of Hamilton, declaring 
the parliament buildings unfit for occupa­
tion, inadequate to the requirements of the 
public service, and not in keeping drith the 

and position of Ontario. The
mover made a strong speech, asserting that 
the government should have takgd potion 
previously. He urged that in considering 
the matter party feeling should be 
cisod, and the question considered on it# 
merits. Mr. Morris emphasized the neces­
sity for providing for the safe preservation 
of the crown lands and other records now 
In danger, and censured the government 
for the indecision of their course In view of 
the fact that five years ago the house 
had declared the building inade­
quate. Mr. Fraser denied that the gov­
ernment was shirking its responsibilities 
which ended when it was found *n 
elaborate investigation that the building 
could not be erected for the, half-million 
dollars to which the appropriation limited 
them. He thought that Mr. Morris should 
blame his own leader and his own party, 
who opposed the proposition. Mr. Clarke 
devoted some time to a quite superfluous 
description of the present parliament 
buildings, which he called a “rookery,” a 
"barracks” and other ,epithets of like 

, character.He made the philosophical 
observation that the character of a build­
ing often had-Sn influence on that of its 
occupants, and that men were often 
dwarfed by their surroundings, and be­
lieved that even if the government asked 
$2,000,000 hey would be supported by 
the country. Mr. Young supported the 
resolution. Mr. Robillard opposed it in a 
speech which created a good deal of amuse­
ment. Mr. Gray favored new buildings. 
Mr- Metcalf rose beaming with good humor 
and in a snappy jerky, speech advocated 
the resolution from “humane principles” 
ont of consideration for the health oi the 
ministers impaired by the atmosphere of 

ï the building. The charge of shirking re- 
,'ri sponsibility was rubbed in by the opposi- 

% Mon leader in a forcible but moderate 
speech in which he stated for his party 
that as soon as the government would sub­
mit a comprehensive scheme it would be 
dealt with not as a party measure but 
fairly and upon its merits. He admitted 
that the buildings were inadequate though 
he would prefer to sit in the chamber here 
to that at Ottawa, and conihided by mov­
ing an amendment declaring that the ques­
tion should be dealt with on the responsi­
bility of the government and that the 
house should not be called upon to express 
their opinion upon an abstract proposition.

Premier Mowat defined the position of the 
government, stating that they were there 
as exponents of public opinion, and did 

feel justified in going to a forth 
pense than would be sustained by the 
people. Ho pointed out Mr. Meredith’s 
change of attitude on the question, and 
recalled the fact that at the last election 
the tory party throughout the country 
opposed the expenditure of money for the* 
purpose in the “good tory city of To­
ronto,”

Mr. Morris, in an incisive sarcastic 
speech, delivered with more emphasis and 
gesture than usual, said that what the gov­
ernment were afraid of was not the votes 
of the opposition, but the quiet adverse 
opinion on tbe rear benches on their own 
side. Mr. Fraser pointed out the incon­
sistency of the opposition in voting against 
an abstract proposition which they admit­
ted to be true, and which did not hind 
them to any particular scheme which 
might afterwards be submitted.

The debate was adjourned on motion of 
Mr. Broder.

After recess several returns were ordered, 
including correspondence respecting dues 
charged by timber limit holders to actual 
settlers, statements of the receipts and ex­
penditures of Toronto university, U. C. 
college and the school of practical science 
for 1884; also of cumber of students 
attending lectures and in residence at 
University college for the last five years 
with receipts ana expenditures on account 
of residence.

Mr. Meredith moved the second reading 
of the bill respecting employers’ liabilities 
to make compensation to their employes on 
account ci personal injuries, bnt the gov­
ernment were not prepared to go on with 
the consideration of the bill and urged de­
lay. Mr. Meredith strongly objected to 
allow the bill to stand over, fearing that it 
would be crowded out, but gave way. - 

Mr. Clancy’s bill to amend the act re­
specting police magistrates, which allows 
municipal councils to fix their salaries, 
received a second reading and was referred 
tffy the municipal, committee, Premier 
Mowat protesting against the principle of 
the bill.

Beheading Two Prussian Anarchists. -

From the London Times.
Beulin, Feb. 8.—Yesterday Reinsdorff 

and Knchlor, who were sentenced to death 
for the pait they took in the Niederwald 
dynamite plot, were executed at Leipsio, 
The sentence of Rupsoh, on whom tbe same 
judgment was passed, had been commuted 
by the emperor into penal servitude for 
life. About sixty persons were admitted 
to witn.ss the execution,which, in Prussia, 
is done by decapitation.

Reinsdorff, who was the first to suffer for 
his crime, smoked a cigar and hummed a 
snatch of a serio-comic song before he was 
led out to the scaffold. Hie demeanor la 
described as having been cool, unrepentant 
and self-possessed to the very last. Hav­
ing listened to the reading of his death 
warrant and been shown the emperor’s 
signature attached to it, he exclaimed; 
“Nieder mit der Bardarei, hoch mit d«r 
Anarchie" (“Down with barbarism, long 
live anarchy”), and then bent his head to 
the block.

All traces of hie execution having been 
swiftly removed, his companion in crime, 
Kuchler, who was much more broken down 
and affected by the prospect of hie doom, 
was then led on to the scaffold, opposite 
which, by the wsy, stood a section of sol­
diers witn fixed bayonets, and in a few 
seconds he, too, had paid the penalty of 
his treasonable offence.

The Unspeakable a Necessity. .

The situation is transformed entirely by 
the fall of Khartoum. The rule of General 
Gordon being at an end, and the establish­
ment of an English empire being scented 
by the English government, are we not 
compelled to have resource to the Turks ? 
The cabinet has now decided that the 
mahdi must be smashed—a grave decision, 
of which we need cn'y say now that It can 
hardly be morally justified unless they 
have decided wbat to put in hi» place. 
The Turks are the only alternative—a grim 
«uernative, no donbt ; bnt even “the Un­
speakable One” may be comparatively 
humane beside the spearmen of the desert. 
The strngg’ein the Soudan is in dangerof be­
coming a war between the crescent and the 

If we are not to be exposed to all 
ths difficulties of a religions war, we mnst 
pit the spiritual authority of the caliph of 
Constantinople against the spiritual au­
thority of the mahdi at Khartoum. Our 
reluctance to insist upon this most unwel­
come bnt not less inevitable expedient is 
somewhat diminished by the fact that in 
so doing we are but acting on the last mes­
sage of General Gordon. Without a con­
vention with the Turks it was General 
Gordon’s opinion that we should never be 
able to get ont of the Soudan, and 
General Gordon knew what he was 
talking about. The cabinet has blun­
dered into this relicf^txpodition be­
cause it would not listen to Gordon’s 
entreaties for Zebehr; it may blunder into 
a war with the who!» Mussulman world if 
it refuses to listen to his advice about the 
Turks. The sultan is only too anxious to 
come to terms with ns now on the basis of 
the recognition of his suzerainty in Egypt 
and tho Soudan, and the presence of 
Turkish troops—who may be under Eng­
lish officers—in the valley of the Nile. 
This opportunity is now offered us, but if 
we neglect it we may soon have to face the 
declared hostility not only of the mahdi 
but of the Caliph of Islam and in onr 
present relations with the other powers 
that is not exactly a contingency to be 
unnecessarily courted.
