Mr. Falconer,
the Secretary, writes to us that the ma-
chine is fully “up to their expectations,
and a “splendid thing” on land that is
not too stony. He does not say how
many rods he <can dig in a day, but we
hope soon to hear more fully of the re-
sults. .

County. Yt appears that some of the
Members are not satisfied with paying
merely a dollar a year into the Society’s
fuuds. .

Now the Act does not in apy way limit
the ypcmtributions of Members, and we
Jspe that the Members of this and of all
* other Societies in the Province will freely
