Lot us corisider tho case of . world cir-
‘sling a8 our earth does in her orbit, birt
around o sun of a rich orange color, while o
ocompanion sun of n tlue colour travels
. xound the same aun on o path resemb.ing
“thdt’of the planet Jupiter. TLet us further

supposo that the world is botwedn the

orange sun and the blue one, anil tho seasoa
corresponds tv our spring. Now as the
-orange sun is on one side, and the bluo sun
on.the other, of course thereis no light, and
a8 we callithe sosson apring when the days
aud niglits are cqual, Jnore muat ba at this
timo twelvo hours of orange day on one
sido of the world, and twelvo hotrs of blu.-
doy onthe othei. As the seasun progress-
od tho bluo sun wonld rise before theurange
sut bad sot. Thus there would be nn
orango sunset in the west, with n blue sune
riso in the castern horiz n. It would take
fvo much timo to fullow up tho.ourious
offect which would be produced through
tho entire year and in different parts of the
oarth. I am afraid we should not have so
much rpaco given us in tho papor. You
z.nll}st try to imagine the phenonema your-
solf.

5 su&posing the moon to bo ks ours, would

bo affected in a world lighted by & double

sun system. The moon's giobo must have
one half litup by o1ange light, and the dthur
half by -blve light.  Now the orange liald
will pass thron It all the plases thot our
own white moon oxhibits. Next take the
case wheire the blue moun is lislf way round
to the place of the orango muon. Thon the
moor will be one half lit up by orange light
and another Lulf by blue hight'; these hém-
ispheres ot her sarfaco will overlap equally,
50 that halt of ench will be It up both by
blue and orange light. Thus ths moon's
lobe will be divided iuto four equal parts,
fiko the {four quarters of an apple, one of
which will be white, the next blue, the nexe
black, and the next orange. What would
you think of such a gay nioon as that ?
Thirk of thestrange coloring whicl must

bo produted upon all naturnl objects i a
world having two colored suns, where the
twa supa are both above the horizon. Every
object would throw a Llus shade oppusite

10 orange gun, and an orange shadow op-
posite the blue sun. Nothing would be
seen in its real eolor, as-with us, vt every
objeet wonld bo ecolured by the particuiar
suplight in wlach it was zeen,

Our runset clouds seem to us rivh and
beantifdl, but Lkow much greater must be
the variety of coloring where there 1a nsun
illummating shuse potions which would be
otherwise dark shadows.

Now though there may be no world ex-

aclly like thns which we have imagined, yot
wo do know tl nt there are worlds on which
these donble colored suns shie, andf they
aro like our emth they must present the
effoets thus dercribed.

There are mfinite varieties of arrange-
ment depending on the relative d mensivus
of the runs ot-n donble system as woll as
on the shapo of the paths they pmsue, and
on their colur. Tl.ere are yeilow aud pur-
ple sune, red and gicen suug, equel sune of
solden yellow, cream white, rose color and
10 on, compnnion suus of hilac, russet, cit-
ron, fawn, buff and olive hue in endless
aumbers,
