The turoo ofiices of Christ, Prophat,
Priost, and King, are differently regavded
Ly mon. Many will listen to kim only‘as
toacher , many will tako him as a teacher
«nd priest, but will not own lum as king.
That we accapt him as king is thio proof that
wo aro taught of him, and represented
by him. Ienoe the importance of juat
practical viows of this leseon.

It 18 cortainly remarkablo that the time
when our Lord so distinotly assorted his
Inngly authority should be on the ove of
Ins lowest humiliation. Yot it was fitting
that to the represoniative of the groat
world-power of the time, Christ should bo
thue presented.

Many have confussd nations of tho trial
of our Lord from mussiugthe point brought
out in this passage. The Jowish judges
doalt with him on religious gronnds;
charges of blasphemy wero bronght against
lnm, and sentonce was given on those
obarges. Soe Matt. xxvi, 65 and Luke xxii.
71. Bat thoy could not put him to death ;
the Roman oconourronco must bo had.
The Roman, law, howover, took no note of
such matters (seo Aots xxiii. 29), so thoy
must bring somo politioal or civil charge.
Honco the ehifting of their gronud beforo
Pilate. Soe Luke sxiii. 2. * This follow
porverting the nation and forbiddiag to
givo tributo to Cegar,” This was anothor
mattor altogothor, and their urging it was
m pursut of tho plan to * oatch him in lis
words" deseribed in Mark xii. 18-17, which
seo. IS was moroover the basest hypoerisy.
Thoy caro for giving tributo to Ceesar! In
tho light of these facts ouly can we undor-
stand tins mowmentous mtorvisw.

Tho place 18 the “judgiacut ball,’
probably 1 front of Herod's palace, which
the Jowish leadors could not enter, with-
