LospoN, Feb. 28.—A despatch in the
recond edition of the Telegraph says Generat
Colley wus shot through the head., 'The loss
to the 60th Foot is suppozed to be light, as
all the officers escaped. The other regiments
suffered heavily, Commander Rumilly, of
tne Naval Biigade, is said to be dead.

The dismay caused by the news of Gegeral
Culley’s dofeat, the almost entire extinction
of che 58th Regiment, and the killing of Col-
ley himeelf, is widespread and intense. Awr
jater and faller details of the terrible calamity
nrrived, the overpowering claracter ot the
defeat 18 more and more apparent. When the
nmmunition of the Eoglisn was exhausted,
the slnughtir became terrific. 'The Boers
closed up on them aud mercitessly shot them
down. The Euglirh made a derperate rush
ta break thrgugh the lines of the Boers, but
were too Iate and driven back to death, In
leading the charge, Generul Colley wus shot
through the bead and irll dead on the field.
Ounly seven members of the 58th Regiment
vscaped ; all wounded. The Boers are every-
where triumpbant, and are loudly rejoicing
over the victory. A consultation regarding
the gitnation at Natal is now beine held at the
War Office. Offizials expresn the fear of a
geueral rising of Boers in South Africa. The
sitnztion is covsidered most alurming. Latest
reports from the scene of tiouble say it is be-
lisved the correspoucdent of the London Stan-
dard waus kill-d ot Laing's Nek,

A Mount Prospect despatch says the Boera
carried the Britirk position at Bpitzkop by a
msh. A corresroudent was taken prikoper.
but afterwards released. He suys Colley's
body 18 on the hill, It is clear that the loss
of the hill was not due to any failure of am-
o usition. Colley over-estimuted the strenpth
uf hia position; and left its most vital part
which the DBoers attacked in force, but was
poorly defonded.,

THE COERCION BILL PASSED

THE IRISH MAGISTRACY

The Speaker’'s New Rule

AND THIE WAY I'T WORKS.

Loxpoy, Feb, 22.—The House of Commone
to.nignt, took up the Protection Bill, as
smended in Comumittes, aud several cluuges
moved by the Home Rulers as additious wero
rejocted, The clause moved by Sullivan,
providing that no person be discharged at a
greater dintance than five miles from place of
arrest, was agreed to. Forster's amendment
limiting retroapection of the bill to the 20th
September, 1830, was carried.

In the courre of the debate Parnell declared
the Fenian organization in Ireland was never
less active than at present. Paris was Stop-
heps’ residence, ard he had merely returned
thither from a tour in the Unjted States,
where he had been opposing the Land
Leavue.

Harcourt said the Government had grounds
for believing Feniapirm still existed, and
still designed carrying out its oljrct by most
abominable and detestable means. e re-
forred to O Donovan Rossa’s utterances in the
United Irishman, und the violent speech by
John Duvoy, formerly a political convict, in
America,

Lospon, Feb. 23.—1n the Commons {o-day
Gladstoue gave notice thatif the considera-
tion of the Protection Bill, as amended, was
not concluded to~day, he would give notice of
motion for baving the amendments put forth-
with ut feven to-morrow eveniog and for im-
mediately afterwards commencing the debate
on the third reading.

The question of the evacuation of Candahar
is exciting increasing ioterest. The snhject
will be shortly raised in the House of Lords
by Lord Lytten, supported by the whole
strength of the Conservatives. To excite
public feeling angainst the evacustion, and for
preparation in thia debate, a series of meet—
ings are being held, the first at St. Jumen
Halt yesterday. Twenty members of Parlin-
ment were present.  On the other haud Col.
Gordon to-day pnuhlished a letter in favor of
¢vacuation.

I¢ is understood that Mr. Gladstone will
not make public the details of his propored
Laod Bill until he introduces it in the House
with reasonable prospects of haviog the bill
come to a vote at ap carly day without its
buing subjected 1o frmitless delays and ob-
struction.

In the Comimons, the consideration of the
Protection Bill coantinued in a dilatory man-
ner. Two Home Ruale amendments, in-
tended to intreduce distinet provisions in the
Bill, that priconers be laviently treated, were
rejected, Mr Forster snyiog that the Govern—
ment would do its Lest to prevent hardships
T. P. O'Conoor was warned nnd Healy rilenced
by the “penker for irrelevamcy anr repeti-d
tions. The conrideration of the Bill was not
fiuisbed when tho House wag obliged to rise
by the rule coverning Wednuerday's sittinga.

Loxoown, Feb, 25.—-In the House of Com.
mobns lust night, under the use of the cloture
rule, all of the amendments made by the
Committee to the Coercion Biil woere passed.
Mr, Forster, in about a dozen words, moved
the third reading of tho Bill. Kr. McCarthy
moved its rejection, and after further obdtrue-
tion by the Home Rulers the dobate was
adjourned.

'The Home Rulers fuught to the last ex-
tremity. Mr, Forster made anotber strong
speech, in which he said that he wounld have
pusged the bill of bis own free wili if he
could ; it would have been premature last
November, but he had waited uotil Januury,
in order to marshal facts. The Government
would not forget how the Irish people were
tempted to outrage by thods thinking them—
selves 8afe, Parliament had delivered Ire-
land, and he hoped to settle the land ques-
tion so thal no more coercion would be
necessary. Mr. McCarthy's amendment to
reject the DbiIl was negatived by a large
majority. The third reading of the bill was
then carried by a voto of 303 to 46 after
furlber opposition from the Lome Ralers.
The measnre was pasfred amid Immense
cheera.

A revolt has broken out in Albania,
Rav. J. F. Yv. Ware, of Bogton, the uminent
