Loxpox, July 28.—Wtekile the Committee
report on the Land Bill was being considered,

Mr, Parnell moved to add to Clause 4, s
proviso that whenever action for rent is pend-
ing at tbe same time as an application ot fix.
ing judicial remnt, the former be suspended
until the latter is determined.

Tue Attorney-General for Ireland assented
to the principle of the amendment.

Mr. Gladstone said the Government was
considering the best form of introducing an
amendment limiting the power of staying
action only go far ‘a8 to prevent the sale of
a tenancy, and providing that the clause
should apply to every case where this form
of action is brought.

The Solicitor- General tor Ireland suggested

Loxpox, July 29.—The Irish Land bill
came up for the final third reading and pass-
oge in the House of Commons thin afternoon.
The Louse was filled and the scene dramatic.

Lord Randolph Churchill moved his resolu-
tion condemning the bill, and made a long
epeech. Mr, Gladstone replied, thanking
the Opposition for not supporting Lord
Oburchiil’s motion, 'Mr. Gladstone made no
attempt to conceal his satisfaction over the
8uccess of the measure.

Gladstone ridiculed Churcbill and power-
fully justified the Bill. He said it would be
Unbecoming fu him to eulogize the measure,
but the ettucks against [t were such as did not
uecessltate its defence.

4 desultory discussion was continued by
the Extremists amlidst the evident impatience
ofthe House. The Blll was finally read a
tbird time and passed by 220 to 14, the ma-
Jorlty being exclusively Conservatives. The
majority of the Conservatives and some Par-

placed by the ferocious state of feeling in
England towards Ireland, by the large powers
in the hands of the Executive, aud the com-
plete immunity from legal check or punish.
ment enjoyed by agents of the Government
when they choose to break the Iaw../ . .

Official returns submitted to:day show
that the number of families evicted from their
homess in Ireland during the three months
ending June 20, was 1,065. Thie means that
about 7,000 men, women and childrer have
been turned out of their homes ; 592 of these
families have been re-admitted to homes as
tenants or caretakers, with the right of tenure,
and liable to be turned out again at any
moment and without any notice.

Parnell, with geven other members of the
exireme Irish party, abstained irom voting
because they claimed to be uncertain as to
the working of the measure, and were un-
willing to accept the respornsibility of ap-
proving the bill which depends for its suc-
cess on the action of the Land Commisaion,
As no resolution to abstain from voting had
Leen adopted by the Irish party each mem-
ber acted as seemed best to him, The last
hours of the bill in the House were stormy.
Healy declared the Irish people had no cause
to be grateful to Gladstons, for the owed
the bill to the Land Leagus organiza.
tion, This produced cousiderable con-
fusion and disorder. Joseph Cowen aleo de-
clared the credit ot passing the bill belonged
to the Land agitation pointing out that
agarian legislation had no place in the Min-
isterial programme until the Land agitation
compelled Ministers to deal with Land Re-
form. Durirg bis speech it was almost
impossible to hear him, and socon after-
ward a division was allowed {o be taken.
On entering the House from the division
lobby, Gladstone received an enthusiastic
ovation from the Liberals aud a portion of tte
Irith members, aud for several minutes after
he bad resumed his seat, the House rang with
cheers, repeated again and again.

HOUSE OF LORDS.
SECOND READING OF THE LAND BILL,

Loxpox, Avgust 1.—There was a numeronsg
attendance at the House of Liords to-day for
the second reading of the Land Bill. All the
leaders were present except Granville, who is
indisposed.

Lord Carlingford, formerly Sir Chichester
Fortescue and ex-Secretary for Ireland, moved
the second reading of the Irish Land bill.
On this motion a debate began, which is still
proceeding, but the Impression prevails that
the debate will not be very protracted, and
that the bill, substantially unaltered, will go
back to the Commons in time for final passage
before the 12th of August,

Salisbury severely criticized the Land Bill.

Hemid that according to the bill the land-
lords could not even select a site for cottages.
He became s sort of mortgagee of his own
‘estate, with uncertain security ; a sort of head
agent for the Land Commission, which had a
bias hostile to the landlords’ intersst. Balis-
bury agrees to the bill uoder the circum-
stances, but will stand by amendments pro-
viding for a clear definition of * Fair Rent,”
for the exemption of estates managed on the
English system, and tenancles of over £100
yearly from the operation of the bill, and
for the wmaintenance of the inviolability of
leases.
"1t i expected that the debate will ba con-
cluded to-night, and that the bill will pass
the second reading as modified by the Com-
mittee,

HOUSE OF COMMONS,

PARNBLL DEMANDS THB RMLEASE OF THE B808-
PECTE AND 1S SUSPENDED—THR LORDS DE-
NOUNCE THE LAND BILL AS REVOLUTIONARY.

Mr. Parnell was ¢named” for offonsive lan-
guage and disregarding the authority of the
Chair by persisting, despite the Speaker's
ruling, in raising the question of the Irish
political prisoners.

Mr. Gladstone moved his suspension for
the romainder of the sitting,.

Mr, Parnell interrupted Mr, Gladstone, say-
ing he would not go through the farce of
wslting for a vote, as the Speaker interfered
with the freedom of discussion. He then
quitted the House.

The motlon for his suspension was carried
by 132 to 14.

The Marquis of Lansdowne (Liberal) said
he regarded the bill as an atteispt to quell
agrarlan aggression by the indiscriminate
conceseion of proprietary rights.

The Marquie of Waterford (Conservative)
said the bill was one of confiscation without'
compensation. The whole history of the
bill showed it was really an answer .to the
Land League sagitation, He hoped the
Holuse would very considerably amend the
blil.

Lord Lytton said the Bill was ravolutionary
a concession to threats of rebellion, and &
step onward in the course that must end
either in the dissolution ot the connection
between Eogland and Ireland or in civil
WAr,

Earl Spenoer, Lord Prestdent of the Council,
defended the Bill. '

The Duke of Argyle moved an adjourn-
ment of the debate, and the House ad-
journed. ,

Mr. Parnell's exact words In the House of
Commonas were :—« I call the public to witness
that you, Mr, Speaker, have refused us free-
dom of digoussion,” .

Mr. Gladatone ssld he never before heard
such words used {n the House.

Itis stated that Parnell's action to-night
was due to strong expressions of diseatisfac-
tion from Dilke and others, who considered

PRIESTS FOR THE INDIANS.
RISEOL JAMES O'CONNOR'S NEW WORK,

From the Phiadelphin Timies.

A movement for the more vigorous pursuit
of the work of Christianizing the Indiaus ann
the better support of Indian misgions and
gchools has recntly been innugurated by sevral
distinguished ecclesiastics of the Roman Ca-
tholic Church. Right Kev. James ('Connor
of Nebrasks, who is well known as the found-.
er of two succsessfn! Catholic colonies in
Greeley County, Nebraska, is one of the most
active ot the clergymen engaged in the un-
dertaking. Bishop O'Conner delivered seve-
ral jectures in this city explanatory of his co-
lonization scheme. He will be remembered
by Catholics as a tall, slender gentleman, of
indomitable will, plain of speech, and with
the head ofa snge und the artlessness of n
child. He has lived in the West for several
years, and wos consecrated Bishop of Nebras-
kain 1876. He is thoroughly conversant
‘with the intricacies of Indian questions. He
is now in the East for the purpase of consult-
Ing with the Bishop in this part of the coun-
try as to the best method of furthering the
work iu hand.

He was called on yesterday at the residence
of the Most Rev, Archbishop Wood, Ly a re-
porter for the Times and said that the outlook
for success ia very gratifying. 4 The Indian
policy with respect to religion pnrsued by the
last two Administratioos,’ said the reverend
gentleman. “were sltogether opposed to the
splrit of the coumtry. The reservations were
parcoled out to the various denominations,
and po clergyman was admitted into any re-
servation thatihad not already been set apart
for those of his faith. By this arrangement
some 50,000 Catholic Indians were lost to the
Catholic Church. I regsrded the arrangement
as unjust and absurd, and to test the question,
I ordered one of the priests under my charge
to enter & non-Catholic reservation, He did
50, and was promptly ordered off. Theagent
telegraphed to Washington for information,
and was told that what he had done was
right. I told the priest to coms back beyond
the Nebraska line and wait until he could ses
Secretary Schurz who was shortly expected
out there. 'When Mr. Schurz came
the priest told him of the matter. The
Secratry repiied that he was quite in accord
with the agent's action and made the as
tonishiag declaration that the time had rot
yet come for granting liberty of conscience to
the Indian.

¢ President Garfield will, I understand, re-
verse the policy of the preceding Adminis~
trations, and allow the clergymen to give the
aborigines an opportunity of embracing what-
ever religion impresses them as being thetrne
one. The actionis tobe taden, I am told, at
tbe request of the Presbyterlans. As we are
likely to have the 50,000 Indians from whom
we have been ssperated restored we must pre-
pare for them as well a8 for others who may
wish to enter the church.,

« The Archbishop’of Baltimore, who is the
Presldent of the Indian Catholic Missfon Bu-
reau, will send a circualar-letter to all the Ca-
tholic Bishops In the country asking their
opinion as to the best plan of proceediog to
accomplish the object desired. It is likely
either that each church in the country will
pay & certalu amount each yesr, or that the
misslon will be mentalned altogsther by in-
dividual snbacriptions. In either case it is
believed that all the money required can be
obtalned.”

YWHAT SEVERAY. SEIRMISHERS SAY

ABOUT THE AYFFAIR.

(N. Y. Star.)

Who shipped the infernal machines on
board the Boston steamers for Liverpool is
the question which yesterday agitated the
minds of the steamship agents, the British
Government officials and the public generally
and members of the Skirmishing Fund in
particular,

The mysterious torpedo ram which was
constracted by Delamater & Co., for which
John P. Holland, and which is still is this
harbor, has also aroused the public curlosity
nod made many persons imagine that an
ocean voynge would be avything but safo at
this timeunder the Britisk flag. With a view
of learning eomething definite about thess
things, a Star reporter visited the great skir-
misher, J. O'Donovan llossa, at the office of
his paper, the United Irishman. He was in
good humor and alse talkative.

After preliminary matters had been gone
over, the Star rteporter asked why the
machines were sent over, Bossa said he knew
the man who sent them, but, would not, for
obvious reasons tell his name.

Why .did he send tliem?

“ To make money. He is & member in
good stunding of the Skirmishing Fuud, and
the job swas put up first to get these machines
on boarl, all possibility of their exploding
being guarded against; then this man pro-
cured letters to the British Consul, and, after
introducing himsell, offered to betray the aw-
ful ecret for & good reward.” '

¢ Did he get it "

% Yes, sir; ho got, I'm told, $10,000, and the
British Government were in great glee over
getling at the bottom ot the plot, and prom-
ised hin, 88 soon as matters developed {ully,
$10,000 more”

« Has he got the additional sum 7"

¢t Oh, no ; the British, after seizing the ma.
chines the other side and making inquiries,
found they were sold badly,sond all they bave
for their $10,000 are the fow machines, worth
about $50 apiece, and my billheads.”

A MYSTERIQUS, TORPEDO BOAT.

Nsw Yorr, July 28.—A long account is
published in the Sun to-day of a mysterious
submarine torpedo boat, which has been built
at the Delsmater Iron Works for John P,
Holland, sa Irishman, who lives in Colden
stract, Newark, N.J., and was formerly a
teacher in a Roman Catholic school at Pater-
son, N.J. It 18 s=xid that Mr. Holland Las
worked on the boat, begun two years ago, from
plans. which he furnished, and, r fusing te
divulge the names of the capitalists who
backed him, he meade wevkly payments to
the firm in Treasury uotes. At one time
the supply of funds was interrupted, and
work was suspended, but afterward it was
carried on: as before. Mr. Bolland refused
totell for whose use the craft was intended,
bet it is suspected that it is designed for the
operations of the Fenlans. The boat was
finished last April and taken to Hoboken,
whence it was recently removed to a point
near Fort Hamilton. It is 31 feet in lengtb,
all over, 18 six feet six inches in dlameter
shaped like a cigar; is driven by a screw
propelled by a petroleum oll engine, and s
made of riveted iron plates tested to stand
300 pounds pressure to the equare inch.
The boat is alleged to be s perfect success,
having been easily and swiftly propelled
under water for an hour or more at a time,
There is room inside it for four men and
the appliabces for working a torpedo. Dz,
William "QOarroll, of Philadelphis, said to be
a trostee of the Irish ¢ Skirmishing Fund,”
is alleged to have'supplied a part of the $18,.
000 which it cost to comstruct the :boat.:

The body of the Mr. James I'inlay, farmer,
Carmunnock, who went amissing under some-
what suspicious circuwmstances in Febrnary
laat, was recovered on Wednesday afternoon
in Bogton Quarcy, OCathcart. Messrs But-
ters Bros, of Glasgow havo been engaged for
some weeks back in pumping the water ount
of the quorry, and thoir labours have been so
tar successful ag to result in the recovery of
the remains, The money and watch of the
deceased were found upon the person, and his
walklpg-stick 1n his haad, which removes all
doubt as to foul play. The authorities are
attending to the usual procedure in such
cases,

On 6th July the remains of Private
Wm. Rady, who belonged to the 74th
Highlanders, were removed from Maryhill
Barracks and interred in DBalbeth burying-
ground with the usual military bonours, The
coffin was placed on & gun-carriage drawn by
six horses belonging to E. Battery, Royal Ar-
tillery., Imwmediately in the front were a fir-
ing party of 14 men, rank and file, and the pl-
pors of the 71st Reglment, and behind were 24
men of the 71et. The Rev. Mr Brown, Roman
Catholic clergyman, Marybill, was in atten-
dance, the whole being uuder the charge of
Lieutenant Austey. Rady was 27 years of age,
and was eight yeara in the army, He waa ill
in the hospltal when his regiment left Mary-
hill on the 26th of last May. He died of con-
sumption.

Oa 4th July a special meeting of the Dum-
barton Town Council was held in the Conncil
chambers for the purpoee of considering the
proposal by Meusrs William Denay & Bros,
shipbuilders, Dumbatton, te close up the
Castle Road, and opena new road in ita stead.
The Mesira Denny wish to take the present
road into their yard, along with a considera-
ble stretch of ground at the same place. They
also propose to erect a new suburbat the
eastern extremity of Dumbarton which will
glve house accomodation for about two thou-

mended that the offer of the Messrs Denny be
accepted, and that no opposition be given to
the proposal to close the road. The Provost
moved the adoption of the report, which be-
ing seconded, was agréed to.
