BELLE.vILL, Nov. 2.-A few days ago the

suspicious depaiture vas reported of Robert
Yarwood, teller, and Walter Scott, book-
keeper of the bMerchauta' Bank, but ut that
time itheir accounts were reported to be cor-
riet. It ia believed now they have
stolen large surns of money froin
-the bank, aggregating probably $10-
000. Thera is a great deal of
excitement in the city over th afflair,
and the bank has put detectives at the trail
of the two youthful absconders. Scott and
Yarwood were well known in Belleville.
They had been employed in the bank for
soint ime and the manager appeared te have
confideuce inthem. They spentîmoney lavishly
ut the saloons and billiard parlors, and were
soan almot uven>'nigit at the tiieatre. They
uspiredtotaha "su-ali" andi tht>' ucceri-
ed. Yarwood received a salary of $500
and Scott, it is reported, got $400. Yar-
wood asked for two days' leave of ab-
sence, whic he was given. He had left
on Saturduy or Sunday for the other aide.
