THE LEAGUE'S RENT WAR.

THE MOVEMENT SAID TO BE THE MOST EFFEC.
TIVE YET.

Loxpox, Deze. 6.—Reports from Ireland
state that the rent movement instead of being
checked, a8 anticipaled by the Dublin Castle
officinls, as the result of the proceedings
agaiost John Dillon, continues to spread,
if possible, with increasing ropidity, The
difficulty of the lenders, as stated in private
telegrams fromn them to.night, is to restrain
rather than stimulute the tenants, The lat.
ter in many places are for forcing a rupture,
while the league prefers to oxhaust every
cfort to arrive at an amicable settlement with
the landlords. The opinion is rapidly spread-
ing among the tenants that their leaders will
in a short time be imprisoned ; the GGovern-
ment prosecutions will be so strained as to
prevent justice being done, and that the Na-
tional League will be suppreesed. This has
contributed largely to making the movement
of 1886 the most effective ever known in Ire.
land, and ie daily bringiog hundreda of fresh
recruits into the Nationalist camyp. If the
Government is so mizguarded as to prove by
its nction that these dark anticipations are
well feunded, the end of it will be the irre-
irievable ruin of the landlords. It will be
too late tu draw back when coercive measures
have onco been adopted aa the deliberate
policy of the Government, Nor will the
Cabinet even be allowed a chance to pass the
propoged Land Purchaee bill as ‘an escape
from the dilemma tnto which they have heen
sulfericy tie landlords to drive them, if ve-
Pression is to prevail.

The wind grew
more nod more fierce and the cold more and
morv intense, till every drop of spray that
struck the vesse!iroze as it Icll, graduaily
loading her down on her lee side until she
was nearly on her beam ends, and her canvas
being solid sheets of ice, two or three inches
in thickness and totally unmanageable. The
sea began to rise and run from north and
every wave broke over the veszel so loaded
with ice that shc was almost hull dewn in the
water. SouthChicago was sighted,butthe crew
wus vnsble to do anything towsrds gaining it,
and she driised helplessly by. A determined
atfort wes made by the crew to gel the stiff
frozen canvas i, and it was brought down,
though the sails were broken in piecds as they
were folded on the deck, By this time the
crew were almost dead from exhaustion,
They had been on deck all night and were
covered with frozen spray. Several of the
men were badly frostbitten, and Capt, Gron-
g0, who had stuck to his poat in the iced
1igging keeping a lookout for shove giving or-
der to his men on deck, was in a pitiablo con-
dition. His nose, face, fingera and toes were
trozen, and lie was completely encesed in ice.
As his vessel drifted past South Chicago the
captain saw that all hepe of making the
horbor was gone and he determined to put
his vessel b:fore the wind and beach her in
the sand near Michigan city, 7This was done
about 230 o'clock. The vessel struck the
bar seven miles thia side of thas town. Sne
grounded on the bar, and the next moment a
tremendous wave awept her over tne bar and
drenched her with water from stem to stern.
Another bar lay beyond, and the schosner
gtruck again and was once more carried over
by suather wave, which froz: asit struck
and leit the vessel little more then & muus-
moth icaberg. The schoomer struck on the

beach, but it is very sloping, mnd
the ocrew were still a long distance
from sghore. A yawl was lowered,
but it was immedistely struck by =

oske of ice and swamped. The tackle stil)
held and the boat was regained and the crew
mansged ta crawl into lLer and make their
way through s field of floating lce to the
shore where, almozt deail from exposure, they
were cared for by the villagers, The men
were in o terrible condition, and the medical
force of the vicinity was kept busy attending
to the numerous frost bites, Capt. Graneo’s
injuries were most severe, his fingers being
perfecty black. They were lanced, and it 18
hoped his hands will be saved. The crew
were cared for until last evening, when they
left for Chicago. The Farr is completely sur-
