. La LIGUE DE L'ENSEIGNE-
MENT.
(The Teaching Confederacy.)

We are indebted to ‘‘Le Jour-
nal" of Montreal for the most valu-
able information, that we are now
in a position to convey to our
readers, regarding an unwholesome
organization, which, under the pre-
tense of spreading instruction, has
tried to implant its false and most
danageable principles in Montreal.
