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Ing tbat permission be granted to the Montrea.l Street Ry
Co., to lay a track, crossing Bercy street (formerly DeLé-
vis), North of Ste. Catherine street, upon the following
conditions.

1o. The Comnpany shaîl grade the street where the tracks
are to be laid, and pave with granite blocks, the track
space, from. the street lino on the West side of street to
the street lino on the East side of street, and extend thrée
(3) foot on each side of the tracks, the paving to be doue
immediately after tue tracks are laid, and entirely at the
Company's exponso;

2o. No cars to bo operated on theso tracks beore 6.00
p.m. or after 7.oo a.m.

'o. No cars shall be allowod ta stand on the part of
street, occupied by the tracks, in ordor that the street traf-
f ic wili flot be blockod by cars;

4o. When cars are lu operation on the said tracks, the
Comipany shali iplace, at its owýn exns, a wat>ohman
there to warn the public of tho approach of cars;

5o. The Company shali De liable for aIl damages which
mnay be ocusioned to any porson or property by reason
of the construction, maintenance, repair or operation a!"
the aforesaid tracks. The Company shall ba held to in-
deninify and o14 harmless the City against axky suit Inati-
tuted, judgment rendered, or blaima recognized as well
founded against the City, including costs, for the reasons
above-mentioned;

6o. The City to rotain the right of ordering the removal
of the aforesaid tracks, by giving the Comipany a 30 days'
notice to that effoct.

And, furthormore, the Committee recommends that a
notarial agreemnent be preparod accordingiy and that [lis
Worship the Mayor and the City clerk be authorized te
sign the same on behaîf of the City.
