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(a) a list of non-governmental agencies which are authorized to act in their behaif
ini the administration of measures for safety of life at sea for circulation to the Con-
tracting Governents for the information of their officers;

(b) the text of laws, decrees, orders and regulations which shail have been pro-
Mulgated on the various matters within the scope of. the present Convention;

(c) a sufficient number of specimens of their Certificates issued under the provi-
sions of the present Convention for circulation to the Contracting Governments for
the information of their officers.

ARTICLE IV

Came of Force Majeure

(a) A ship, which is not subject to the provisions of the present Convention at the
time of its departure on any voyage, shahl fot become subject to the provisions of
the present Convention on account of any deviation from its intended voyage due
to stress of weather or any other cause of force majeure.

(b) Persons who are on board a ship by reason of force majeure or in consequence
of the obligation laid upon the master to carry shipwreclced or other persolis shall
not be taken into account for the purpose of ascertaining the application to a ship~
0f any provisions of the present Convention.

ARTICLE V

Carniage of Persons ini EmergencY

(a) For the purpose of evacuating persons in order to avoid a threat to the securltY
of their lives a Conxtractinig Goveinent may permit the carniage of a larger numnber
Of persons in is ships than is otherwlse permissible under the preseiit ConIvention.

(b) Such permission shall fot deprive other Contractig Governments of any right
of control under the present Convention over such ships whikh come withIin their ports.
