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Article 10

Pro visional Measures

1. Provisional measures may be taken only after a preliminary affirmative
finding has been made that there is dumping and that there is sufficient
evidence of injury, as provided for in (a) to (c) of paragraph 1 of Article 5.
Provisional measures shall not be applied unless the authorities concerned
judge that they are necessary to prevent injury being caused during the
period of investigation.

2. Provisional measures may take the form of a provisional duty or,
preferably, a securîty - by cash deposit or bond - equal to, the amount
of the anti-dumping duty provisionally estimated, being flot greater than
the provisionally estimated margin of dumping. Withholding of appraisement
is an appropriate provisional measure, provided that the normal duty and
the estimated amount of the anti-dumping duty be indicated and as long
as the withholding of appraisement is subject to the same conditions as
other provisional measures.

3. The imposition of provisional measures shall be limited to as short a
period as possible, not exceeding four months or, on decision of the auth-
orities concerned, upon request by exporters representing a significant per-
centage of the trade involved to a period not exceeding six months.
4. The relevant provisions of Article 8 shail be followed in the application
of provisional measures.

Article Il

Retroactivity

1. Anti-dumping duties and provisional measures shail only be applied to
products which enter for consumption after the time when the decision
taken under paragraph 1 of Article 8 and paragraph 1 of Article 10, re-
spectively, enters into force, except that in cases:

(i) Where a final finding of injury (but flot of a threat thereof or of a
material retardation of the establishment of an industry) is mnade or,
in the case of a final finding of threat of injury, where the effeet of
the dumped imports would, in the absence of the provisional
measures, have led to afinding of injury, anti-dumping duties may
