I have the further honour ta propose, if yau agree,
that this Note, which is equally authentic in Englieh and French,
together with your reply, shaîl constitute an agreement between
the Government of Canada and the Agency known as the commormalth
of Learninq, amending their Agreement of November 14, 1988,
regarding the Headquarters of the Agency, which shail enter into
force on the date of your reply.
