
(b) that the request for surrender <tbough
purportinq to be made on account of an off ence
for which surrender ulay be granted) is in f act
miade for the purpose of prosecution or
punisbment on account of race, religion,
fationality or political opinions; or

<C) that the person nhight, if returned, be
orejudiced at that person's trial or punished,
detained or restricted in his or her personal
liberty by reason of race, religion, nationality
or political opinions.

(2> A fugitive of fender who bas been f inally acquitted,
convicted or pardoned or whose prosecution is barred or whose
conviction has been set aside under the law o! the requestîng or
requested Party for any off ence set out in the request shall not
be surrendered for that off ence.

ARTICLE 6

Discretionâmy Refusal to Surrender

<1) The requested Party uay refuse to surrender a fugitive
off ender for an o! fence which is regarded by its 1mw as having
been commnit ted within the jurisdiction o! its courts. If therequested Party so refuses, the requesting Party may request
that the case be subuitted to its competent authorities in order
that proceedings for prosecution may be considered.
