CONSULTATIONS ON THE BASIS OF THE ENVIRONMENTAL
IMPACT ASSESSMENT DOCUMENTATION

The Party of origin shall, after completion of the environmental impact
assessment eocumentation, vithout undue delay enter into consultations with
the affected Party concerning, inter alia, the potential transboundary impactof the proposed activity and measures to reduce or eliminate its impact.Consultations may relate toi

(a) Possible alternatives to the proposed activity, including theno-action alternative and possible measures to mitigate significant adversetransboundary impact and to monitor the effects of such measures at the
expense of the Party of origin)

(b) Other forms of possible mutual assistance in reducing anysignificant adverse transboundary impact of the proposed activityi and

(c) Any other appropriate matters relating. to the proposed activity.

The Parties shall agree, at the comencement of such consultations, on areasonable time-frame for the duration of the consultation period. Any suchconsultations may be conducted through an appropriate joint body, where oneexists.
