Mr, Martin (Essex East): Mr. Speaker, I am
not aware that I have refused to receive such
a person; but I am aware that I belong to a
government that has been doing everything it
can to remove the discrimination that is prac-
tised by that government in Southern
Rhodesia.

Mr. Churchill: I have a further supplemen-
tary question, Mr. Speaker. In order to assist
in the ministers’ aim and to assist the govern-
ment of Southern Rhodesia to resist the ter-
rorists who are entering that country, would
the minister now consider discontinuing
financial aid to Tanzania for military training
purposes?

Mr. Martin (Essex Easit): Mr. Speaker, I
should have thought that my hon. friend, who
is a great believer in the commonwealth,
would applaud the government for assisting
this commonwealth country in the basic
maintenance of its security.
