It must suffice to say that in 1918, excluding the hos-
pitals, our Institutions showed little appreciation of mo-
dern institutional practice. For example, all our orphan-
ages were, and still are, block buildings, instesd of being
on the cottage plan; our voluntary lodging houses for the
homeless men did little or no case work and neglected the
most elementary hycienic measures for the spread of disease.
Our institutional Superintendents have be#n chosen rether
for their qualities as housekeepers than their qualificati-
ons &g social workers.

The Teaching Staff.

The Arts faculty is able to offer the basic subjects
which should constitute the bulk of leg first of & two year
course to students who are not graduates. The value of the
work in Arts to the socisal service student will be greatest
if the Arts Faculty feel that the training of social workers
is &t least as importent as the training of teachers.

The teaching of the applied subjects will never be sa-
tisfactory until we have as executive heads of the various
soékal agencies poeple who have the teaching ability, the
local experience ang knowkedge, and a record of many years
experiénce of the branch of socisl work about which they
are lecturing.
