Confident That the Work Can Be Carried Out for Fifteen||

R. Home Smith was the spokesman
for the harbor board in explaining to
the board of trade the new radial en-
trance scheme introduced as an alter-
native to Mayor Hocken's street rail-
way proposition. W. P. Gundy occu-
pied the chair, and there were present
1t the guest table Hon. Adam Becsk,
Mayor Hocken, Col. Brock, Lionel H.
Clarke, R. 8. Gourlay, Controllers
O'Nelll, Foster and Church., Corpora-
tion Counsel Geary and Stuart Lyon.

Mr. Gundy paid a tribute to the
mayor. iy

“It is my judgment that Toronto
owes a greal debt of gratitude to
Mayor Hocken. He has  made an
honest, earnest effort to solve a great
problem. The board of harbor com-
missioners have also made an honest
:ffort to solve the same problem, and
personally I believe that they had a
perfect right to do it. Please make no
mistake, The calling of this meeting
is not to be regarded as an cndorsi-~
tion of these plans any more than the
meeting to hear Mayor Hocken was to
be regarded as an endorsation. This
s too great a question to b: settled
by a snap verdict.”

Lionel H, Clarke called attention to
the occasions on which the board of
trade had made suggestions for the
benefit of the city. J. P. Watson. when
chairman of the board in 1909, sign-
¢d a report recommending a combina-
tion of subway and surfacs lines. tad
that been adopted, sald Mr. Clarke,
Toronto would now have had a sub-
way. He alluded to the interview of
the harbor board with the boasd of
control that morning. “The eriticism
that .comes to us seems to g0 to any
man that sacrifices his own tine and
gives it to the citizens. You know
what Sheridan said war was. That is
what we have had,” he asserted, his
voice rising to a defiant tone. “We
don’t mind any attacks, but from those
who have asked us to do the work.”
Newspapers did not affect him. If
there was one man more than another
entitled to credit for the success of
the harbor board it was Home Smith.
It was he who had gone to Ottawa and
interviewed the government, and it
was entirely due to his dipiomacy th_u.t
they had got seven millions out of tae
government,

Clear the Ground.

Home Smith eaid he would like to
cleay the ground before stating the
case,  There: was mo Foom in this
controversy for the opinion The Tele-
gram had of The World or The World
had of The Telegram, or The World
had of him or of the commission. All
that mess should be put in the waste-
paper basket. “This is a question in-
volving the comfort of $00,000 pecple.
The peopje of Toronto should be
thankful to Mayor Hocken for what
he has done.

The Electric
Light Company would not be thought
of except as linked with the railway
t They were buying light and power at
cost now from both companies, and
this ought to be satisfactory.

He was unable to understand the
street railway view of intangible as-
sets. It was like the famous financing
of the South Sea Bubble, The estimate
was based on the hope of the same
ratio of progress for the next eight
years as for the last eight years.

But let it be admitted that the price
was favorable, he denled there would
be any relief from competition. The
company was operating as efficiently
as possible at present. The fault was
not with the company but with the
plan of the city which was absolutely
hopeless, with very few north and
south or east and west streets.

Hydro Radials.

He discussed the relation of the
Mackenzie interests to the city, and
argued that the hydro electric radials
were the solid cholce of the people
and would be adopted everywhere.
The boards of trade had voted ‘for
them for three years. But if Toronto
bought the ' street railway the Mac-
kenzie interests would build ‘radials
and a real tube and real fast transit
service into the city and then offer to
sell it for five, six or seven dollars
for every dollar invested. The corollary
of buying the raflway, he thought, was
to hand over for an time to the Mac-
kenzie interests the fast traction in-
terests of the hydro-electric radials.

Mr. Smith then explained the map
showing the lines circling the eity
south, east and west and the tube up
Bay and Teraulay streets. He relied
on the hydro radials to provide traffic
for the lines, and 97 per cent. of the
trackage was on city or harbor pro-
perty. They had to thank Mayor
Hocken for the tube idea.
