15 the passing of this Act; and if, within the said periods
respectively, the said line of railway is not so commenced
and such expenditure is not so made or is not so completed
and put in operation, the powers of construction conferred
upon the said company by Parliament shall cease and be null

20 and void as respects so much of the said railway as then
remains uncompleted.
