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We present, in this number of the Journal, an annual state-
ment of the operations of the Educational Depository during
the year 1866. From the accompanying tables it will be
seen that the number and value of the books sent out for

libraries and prizes, as also the maps and apparatus, are
largely in excess of any previous year. This increase is most
gratifying, and shows fhe growing popularity and importance
of this branch of our educational operations.
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We also insert extracts from the school reports and docu-
ments received from Australia, Nova Scotia, Maryland, and
Other places, showing how far these countries have adopted the
Upper Canada mode for supplying their schools with these

useful and necessary adjuncts to an efficient school system.
