ture. All laws cnacted by the Illinois Legis-
lature this session go into cffect July 1, unless
they have an emergency clause attached. Under
the provisions of this bill, should it become a
law, it will be possible not only to suppressand
root out the concerns where the bucket-shopping
is openly carried on, but to reach the bucket-
shop agencies in every city and town of conse-
quence in the State, as well as brokerage or

commission firme (whether members of regular
exchanges and hoards of trade or not) who may
Le doing a bucket-shop business.  Allare placed
on cxactly the same planc. There can he no
mistaking the spirit and intent of the bill.  The
differences between the legitimate and the ille-
gitimate is made distinet and clear. The knife
is applicd to the root of the evil. 'The anti-
bucket-shop bills that havo been before the
Tllinois Legislature were placed in clean hands
this year, and friendly legislation has progress.
ed steadily from beginning to end.  Hostile in.
fluences have been ?owerlcss to interrupt itg
