Until an autumn day,
96 years ago, when Jim Corbett put him 
down and out at New Orleans in 21 
rounds, Sullivan had the reputation ' of 

5* being the world’s greatest fighter That 
was his last battle. He never made any 

»«*' effort to regain the crown he had defend­
ed so successfully against all-comers for 
many years. When his career as a ring- 
man ended he took to the footlights 
where he was no stranger, because back 
In those great ring days he had^his own 
Companies and toured the world, reaping 
tremendous financial returns 

A few weeks after the demise of Sulli­
van saw the passing of Billy Madden, 
who had been Sullivan’s manager when 
the latter won the championship. Mad­
den. in addition to having managed Sul­
livan, also handled Jack McAuliffe and 
Jack Degnpsey.

In the early part of April Charley Mit­
chell, former English middleweight cham- 
.plon, died at Brighton England. Mit- 
’ehell's most famous fight was with John 
L,; Sullivan at Chantilly, France. March 
10, 1888. He held the famous American 
heavyweight to a draw in 39 rounds. Five 
wars later Mitchell was knocked out by 
Corbett in three rounds.

Terry McGovern, former world’s fea­
therweight champion, died in Brooklyn 
•n Feb. 22, after a brief illness. McGov- 
ern was one of the most popular fight­
ers of his day.

After umpiring about New 
York State he was assigned to the At­
lantic League by Ed, Barrow, new man­
ager of the Boston Red Sox, who was 
then president of that league. Later 
O’Loughlin was with the Eastern League 
four years, and in 1902 was appointed 
by Ban Johnson as an American League 
umpire.

Since the close of the baseball sea­
son last fall he had been. In the service 
of the department of justice, and was 
assigned to work in the Boston district.

His wife survives him.
