At Moscow 600 cabmen have already
fought the strikers, whom they charge
with taking the bread out of their
mouths. In many cities, especialiy at
Moscow, the question of food is becoin-
ing extremely gserious. Collisions be-
tween the troops and strikers are re-
poited to have occurred at several
.places. At Ekaterinoslav, a regular
piiched battle between the soldiers itnd
sirikers was fought, and the city was
lefi in darkness. But as a rule the
revolutionary leaders are keeping their
mep in hand. Communication by tele-
graph with many interior pointg is in-
terrupted.

In State of War.

The whole country is vecoming
ala:..ed, ana in gt. Petersburg an in-
cipient panic prevails. The boats and
the Finnish trains,now the only means
of agress, are crowded with people
fieceing abroad. Tne situation here has
grown much worse over night. The
ranks of the 40,000 workmen in the
mills and factories who joined tne
strikers yesterday, were increased by
30,000 more this morning- All the em-
pleyes of the port, 4000 in number,walk-
ed out, and 12,000 other men from the
steel works left work in a body.

The inhabitants of St. Petersburg
awoke to find the capital resembling a
brleaguered city. The shops in the
Vasiliestrov district and in all the
suburbs, are cosed,windows are board-
ed and barred and mounted patrols
‘are to be seen everywhere in the
streets, Except jn the heart of the
city, women and children are afraid
to venture out. Workmen are gather-
ing at all the places frequented in the
deys of Father Gapon, but they are
quiet and the Cossacks have had no
provocation to interfere. The general
appearance of the town is menacing.

Ment Nearly Gone,

The prices of food have gone up
anc¢ the supply of beef is only suffi-
clent for three days, but there are am-
p'z supplies of wheat and rye for two
months, The emperor and the court
at Peterhof are supplied by a warship
from St. Petersburg. All the families
who can afford it have hasteneq to
lay, in supplies and stand a siege. The
suftering falls heaviest on the poor,
who live from hand to -mouth- All
the bakers gold out their bread before
noon.

The meat dealerg have been orderod
by the revolutionijsts not to deliver
meat to the troops under pain of deatn,
and consequently the soldiers are liv-
ing on canned goods. The butchers
have notified their patrong that the
meat marketg will probably be closed
toomorrow on account of lack of meat.
All the St. Petersburg schools were
clored to-day and the childrem gent
home, with instructiong not to return
until theiy parents think it is safe to
do so-

Postpones Foreign Loan.

The great strike promises to delay
anqg possibly interrupt the negotiations
for the new Russian loan. The inter-
nationa] bankers who are here do not
seem to be greatly disturbed by the
situation, altho they are constantly in
receipt of threatening letters from
the revolutionists, warning them
that if they contract a loan without
the consent of the nationa] assembly
it will be repudiated.

Nevertheless they are not disposed to
close with the government until“-the
situation has cleared up- The fact
that the strike may jeopardize the suc-
cegg of the loan is one of the most po-~
tent levers behind the government
and makes the foreign bankers the
unconscious allies of the advocates of
the far reaching reforms which are
about to be promulgated,

By imperial order the garrison of St.
Petersburg has been placed under the
command of Gen., Trepoff,
minister of ‘the interior, who isg held
responsible for the safety
of the capital, and the troopg distri
buted in wvarious parts of the city,
but martial law, with its accompany-
ing hardships to the people, hag not
been proclaimed, The garrison of St.
Petersburg has hitherto been included
in the military district of St. Peters-
burg, of which Grand Duke Viadinir
is chief.
