How the Royalty Law Acts. Against

the Miner in the Yukon.

The Burden of the  Complaint Which the
Dawson City Delegation Will Make to
the Government—A Recently Returned
Kilondiker Shows in a Clear Way How
the Gambler Profits at the Expense of
the Working Miner.

Ottawa, Jan. 5.—(Special.)—The deputa-
tion of Dawson City nilners which was to
have waited upon the Government to-day
to protest against the mining regulations
in Yukon District, did not arrive, but from
a ‘recently-returned Klondiker was ascer-
tained to-day the burden of the complaint
which they will make. - “The chlef objec-
tiom,’* he sald, ‘‘is to the royalty.”

“What is the matter with it?”

“Why, it gives'advantage to the gambler

over the working.miner. I'l tell you how
it does so. Suppose I succeed after a hard
prospecting trip in locating a goad claim.
The first thing 1 must do is to go dowa
to Dawson. City to record it and get help
to work it. Along comes a crowd, and in
po .time all the ground around the claim
is staked off by fellows who just hang
round for such chances. I go in and work
my claim, and, of course, 1 must pay roy-
alty. The other fellows just lie around
the camp and do nothing but sppenlate on
their claims, They do not work {Hem, but
wait to see how my claim turns out, ond
gamble on the resuit. All the Government
gets out of their claims is the entry fee
of $15 and a renewal fee of $15 a year. .

“Phis is unfair to the actual wotﬁlng
miner, and keeps down the active develop-
ment of the country. If the Government,
instead of taxing the output highly, were
to fix the price of a claim at $50, in the
first instance, it wounld yleld a good reve-
nue that there- would be no Lrouble about
collecting. It would have to be paid at
the Gold Commissioner's office before the
miner could get his title. 2

“T-am a Canadian. I have mined in Cali-
fornia, in Australia and other camps, but
my own country is the only one I have
struck yet where laws are made to hinder
and discourage the miaer. I can tell you
this, that if the royalty law Is not changed
you will see thousands of miners gnitting
Canadian territory to work on the Ameri-
can side in the spring. They will try their
luck in Forty-Mile or in the Manook’' coun-.
try. The Manook country has not been
much prospected yet, but is ‘n a promising
belt, and miners will sooner work where
the ground is not quite so rich than pay
this enormous royalty.”

There is a new idea in
Canadian people :

That the Pacific trade is of as much im-
portance as the Atlantic.

That the great Inter-continental Way runs
straight across our country, and that the
Pacific seaboard looks to as large a market
as does the Atlantic geaboard.

Make It Cheaper for Business Men to
Pay Duty Than Freight,

Therefore the Kootenay Trade 1s Thrown
Into United States Channels—-The C.FP.R.
Offered Heinze Nearly Double the
Ameount at Which Experts Valued His
Boads, Rut He Refusad te Sell at the

Ottawa, Jan. 5.—(Special.)—Unless
the C.P.R. secures an independent en-
trance into Rossland there is little pro-
spect of Toronto and other ¢ities of On-
tario getting a fair share of the trade
of that camp. Two prominent Torou:
to merchants were in town yesterday
interviewing different members of the
Government regarding the prestent posi-
tion of affairs in Southern British- Co-
lumbia. . While the decreases in C.P.R.
rates from Montreal, Toronto and other.
eastern points to the Kootenay are ad-

The result is that Rossland merchants

find it cheaper tobuy goods in  the

States and pay duty upon them than to

purchase them in Quebec or Ontario. ,
Memz: s a Power,

This Mr. Heinze is evidently a power
around Rossland. He has: been here
on and off for several days, and is at
present in the city trying to head off
the C.P.R. from building an opposition
line into Rossland camp.

As is well known, the big transconti-
nental company is now constructing the
Crow's Nest Pass’' Railway from ILeth-
bridge . to -Nelson, B.C. Ffrom Nelson
the C.P. R. has now its own: line run-
aing to Rgbsou. The company realizes
that if it is to confer that bemefit upon
the Rossland mining' camp which rail-
way communication = affords, it must
rcach Rossland, and in order to do this
the company is quite willing to buy out
ffhe interest of Mp.; Heinze, the owner
of the monopely narrow-gauge railway
Héude's intertsts include a smelter ut
Trall, a standard gauge railway, 24
miles long, from a point on the Colum-
bia River opposite Robson to Trail, and

l!ozfs!und, 14 miles in length, or a total
of 38 x}nles of railway. T'wo compe-
tent railway and engineering experts
were sent from the United States to
value Mr. Heinze's properties, including
:ltlltle ra-nlv:ay }mt{; ant{) su;lelter. and the
ralue put upon them by these gentlemen
was $440,000. This might fe consid-
ered "a somewhat low estimate, the ex-
perts apprising the works simply at what
they considered their current mavket
value, and without any regard for the
fact that Mr. Heinze had a monopoly.

A Liberal Offer Declined.

The C.P.R. Company officials, anxious
‘vto come to terms with Mr. Heinze, near
ly doubled the amount suggested by
the experts, and offered him the sum of
$800,000 for the properties. There are
'no ﬁlg’s on this shrewd American, and,
realizing that he is master of the situ-
ation, he asks a cool $1,300,000 for his
propert_v. and will not take a cent less.
The C.P.R. Company thereupon decided
to drop him, and planned to huild a
line direct from Robson to Rossland,
which would be considerably ' shorter
than the route which Mr, Heinze's road
fellows.. They, therefore. according to
hm:. deposited with the Department of
Railways and Capals the plans neces-
sary. for the new Rossland line,

Under the Railway Act it is provide®
thp,t a company can go ahead and expro-
priate the necessary land and build their
line as soon as 'the plans are approved
by the Minister of his deputy. 'l'he
C.P.R. has made application for such
ajproval, and for some reason or other,
yrhlr-h is not yet apparent, cannot secure
it, hence Rossland is still at Heinze's
mercy, and-the ‘efforts’ of the merch-
ants of Ontario 'te builé up a luerative
-trade with ‘the camp are frustrated,
