Resolution Moved By Conservatives 
on Preferential Trade.

Ottawa, April 16.—Both Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier and tfi'ê’ Minister of Finance 
in the course of the discussion on the 
Imperial budget in the House 
night, forgetful of the record, chal­
lenged W. F. Macleai 
up the subject of an inter-imperial 
preferential trade,'to bring forward a 
resolution setting fbrth the views of 
the Conservative party on the ques­
tion. This Is just what the Opposition 
did last year. The following resolu­
tion was introduced In amendment to 
the budget lost session: "Tnat in the 
opinion of this House, the adoption of 
a policy of mutual preference within 
the Empire would prove of great bene­
fit to the Mother Country and the col­
onies and would greatly promote the 
prosperity and progress of the Empire 
as a. whole; and that the present time, 
when the Commonwealth of Australia 
is laying the foundation of a fiscal sys­
tem, Is particularly opportune for tak­
ing prompt and energetic steps toward 
the furtherance of this object."

The resolution was voted down by 
the government and its supporters by 
its full majority, and there is no doubt 
that a similar timely resolution this 
session would meet with a similar 
fate.
