TOGO FAILS TO BOTTLE UP PORT ARTHUR

REFUSES T0 ENGAGE RUSSIAN FLEET

| —

One Russian Torpedo Boat
Stranded and 7 Killed and
13 Wounded Sunday
Morning.

St. Petersburg,March 27.—Under cover
of darkhess early to-day, Vice-Admiral
Togo made another desperate attempt
to bottle up the Russian fleet in Port
Arthur, but he failed again, and when
after daylight Vice-Admiral Makaroff
steamed out to give battle, the Japan-
ese commanger refused the. challenge
and sailed away.

The Japanese practically repeated the
tactics of Feb. 24, by sending in four
ships, preceded by a torpedo flotilla,
with the exception that the fire ships
this time were armed with Hotchk ss
guns for the purpose of keeping off th:
Russian torpedo boat destroyers.

The enemy’s attempt was discovered
by means of the shore searchlights, and
a heavy fire was opened from the bat-
teries and from two gunboats, waich
were guarding the entrance to the har-
bor.

Scouting Stopped Effort.

The Russian-torpedo boat destroyer
Silni was outside on scouting duty, and
to the dash and nerve of her com-
mander, Lieut. Krinizki, is chiefly due
the complete defeat of the plans of the
Japanese. He at once made scraight
for the oncoming ships, under a_hail of
fire from the Hotchkiss guns and tor-
pedoe. The leading ship, wnich sheered
off, followed the others .three of them
being piled on the shore uncer Golden
Hill, and one under the lighthouse. The
Silni engaged the entire six torpedo
boats of the enemy, coming out from
a terrific fight with seven men killzd,
and her commander and twelve otners
of her complement wounded. On the
Japanese side only one boat’s crew was
saved. In addition saccording to unofr-
cial reports, it is believed that the Ja-
panese lost two torpedo boats.

The Japanese cruisers, which supcg-t-
ed the attack, exchanged shots with the
batteries and drew off after Vice-Ad-
miral Makaroff took a steam launch
and examined the fireships. 7

-‘An hour later the Japanese torpedo
boat flotilla, followed by Vice-Admiral
Togo’s fleet, came up from a southern
direction.

X Russ Fleet Sailed Out.

Just at daybreak, Vice-Admiral Mak-
aroff, with his fleet, sailed out to en-
gage the enemy, but after the ships and
batteries hHad fired a few long d stance
shots, ' Vice-Admiral Togo decided to
decline the issue and disappeared to
the southward,

The news of the repulse of Vice-Ad-
miral Togo’s second attempt to block
the harbor of Port Arthur created much
rejoicing in the Russian capital, and
among all classes the gallantry of the
Silni and her commander. is given high
praise, hut above all, the moral effe:t
of Vice-Admiral Makaroff’s willingness
to engage the enemy, showing that he
considered himself strong enough to
fight, produced a splendid impression.

In high official circles this new effor:c
to bottle up the Russian fleet is looked
upon as meaning one thing, namely,
THAT THE JAPANESE ARE PRE-
PARING FOR A HEAVY LANDIN®G
OF TROOPS IN THE GULP OF LIAO-
LIANG, either at Newchwang or on the
west coast of the Manchurian neutral
zone, to effect which in safety the im-
mobility of Vice-Admiral Makaroff’s
fieet is absolutely essential, while the
transports are being convoyed around
the southern end of the peninsula.

If Attempt Had Suceceded.

If the attempt to-day had succeeded
it would have required several days at
least to blow up the steamers and cleac
away the wreckage, during which
time the Japanese would be assured of
non-interference in the carrying out of
their purpose. The failure of the Ja-
panese this morning may seriously
hamper_ their plans, as the ice in the
Liao River is going out. and when the
river is free from ice its mouth gcan
easily be mined.

The conviction econtinues to grow
here that the Japanese have concluded
that it is impossible to make an in-
direct frontal attack on Manchuria from
Korea against the whole Russian army,
and that it would be necessary to land
a flanking column in the Gulf of Liao-
tung to divide the attention of the
Russians, and, if possible, to seize the
railroad and cut off Port Arthur. The
ground above Newchwang is perfectly
familiar to the Japanese, who occupied

vDunr'z«m McMartin was drowned in the
Thames between 10 and 11 o'clock Sat-
urday morning.  He and Freie"ic}{
Adams were fond of boating and other
out-door sports, and on learning the
condition of affairs in West London,
they decided to go to the suburb in a
canoe and help, if possible, to remove
some of the many families who -were
hemmed in their homes by the high
water.

On nearing the Blackfriars bridgs,
on the west side of the riyv er, a namber
of persons who were watching tha
stream called to Adams ang MoMai‘tin}
to watch for the Saunby dam, a short
distance farther south, and the occu-
pants of the canoe, who hagd intendei
landing there and carryving the cano>
to a point south of the dam, turned
the nose of the cance shoreward. At
the same moment Adams took hold of
a branch of a willow tree, in order to
pull the canoe to the shore, and as he
did so the craft upset. Adams is a
good swimmer,and he managed to reach
land, a short distance farther on from
where he had been turned into th>
water.

McMartin was not ag adept at the
art of swimming, and he clung to the
overturned canoe, and called for help.
He succeeded in keeping the ecanoe
close to the shore until he was within
a few yards of the crest of the dam,
where he grasped a limb of a tree, in-
tending, apparently, to cling to this
until help could reach him. The cur
rent, however, was strong at that place,
and it swept McMartin out into the
stream and beyond the reach of those
who were hurrying along the river
bank to rescue him, if possible,

As the unfortunate voung man was
swept into the waters at the dam he
was heard to cry: “Hurry up.” In an-
other instant his feet appeared abova
the water. That was the last seen of
him.
