RUSSIA IS BLUE
BECAUSE OF REDS

German Communist Leader,
Just Back From Moscow,
Paints Gloomy Picture.

(By Mail)

Brunswick, Germany, Aug. 31 (by mail).
—August Merges, a German communist
leader who has just returned from Mos-
cow, says that ‘‘boishevism, as practiced
in Russia, is not simon pure unadulterat-
ed communism. The cost of living there

' is excessively high; paper money is wiped

out with paper money, and people gener-
ally have the blues.” e

Merges, a little hunchbacked journey-
man tailor, who staged the communist
revolt in Brunswick in 1919, warns his
comrades against settling in Rusaia.

“Politics in Russia are controlled by
the communist party, which counts 600,-
000 members, several hundred théusands
of whom are office-seekers and political
hangers-on, who aré not to be trustéd,”
Merges declared in an address on his
Russian discoveries.

He declared that the Russian system
was not suited to Germany, because of
its rigid centralization combined with a
tedious bureaucracy, and its imitation of
capitalistic methods. He told the Moscow
reds, he said, that the German commun-
