MR. PENDER'S VIEWS
ON NAIL MAKING REPORT

Speaking of the proposed action of the
Dominion Steel Corporation, of Sydney,
to go into the making of wire nails in or-
der to protect themselves from a proposed
merger of nail plants in upper Canada,
James Pender, of the Pender Nail Works,
said this morning that he had apparently
been misunderstood when he was quoted
as saying that the Sydney concern would
be putting their foot in it by going into
the manufacture of nails. :

He considered that the steel ¢ompany
would be taking the only course left open
to them by such action. The upper Canadian
mills have been taking about 30,000 or 40,
000 tons of rods from the Sydney plant
each year and if they erected a rod mill
at Hamilton, as they were talking of, if
the mergeér went through, this business
would be lost to the steel company. The
only thing left for them to do was, there-
fore, to erect a nail-plant of their own,
otherwise they would lose the market for
about one-half their present output of
rods.
