asked for increased head-room were
gone over again. The bridge site is be-
ing visited this afternoon.

Others present at the conference were
Mayor Schofield, who presided,
niissioners Bullock, Thornton, Jones and
Frink; Dr. J. B. M. Baxter, K.C, the
city solicitor; G. G. Hare, the city en-
gineer; A. J. Gray, engineer in charge
of St. John harbor for the public works
department; C. C. Kirby, resident en-
gineer, C. P. R.; Colonel P. M. Draper,
engineer in charge of the bridge con-
struction and J. Willard Smith, Allan
H. McIntyre, F. C. Beatteay, R. H. Cush-
ing, Geo.

London Post Says Remission
of it Would be Derogatory
to National Honor.

London, Feb. 8.—Newspapers here
give great prominence to dlscussions of
the address of Austen Chamberlain,
i chancellor of the exchequer in the course
I of which he declared that the United
States had intimated that proposa's for
the remission of the Allied debt would
not be favorably received.

The Morning Post says:—“This coun-
try, an essential element of whose na-
tional policy is maintenance of most cor-
dial relations with America, does not in-
tend to allow them to become imperilled
by indefinite postponement of the re-
payment of its debt to the United
States. The nation would regard any
suggestion relative to remission of this
debt as derogatory to national honor.”

Perjured Testimony at Trial
is Alleged

Counsel in New York Declares
Statement Made by a Wit-
ness That There Was
Frame-up for Explosion
Trial.

New York, Feb. 8.—Frank P. Walsh,!
of counsel for Thomas J. Mooney, con-'
victed of murder in San Francisco in
connection with the preparedness day
bomb explosion in 1916, early today tele-'
graphed San Francisco authorities ap-
prising them of an alleged confirmation
by one of the witnesses in the case that
he had given perjured testimony at the|
trial. A special grand jury now is in-'
vestigating an elleged conspiracy tocon-
vict Mooney.

The witness named by Mr. Walsh was
John McDonald, now a resident of Tren-
ton, N. J., with whom Mr. Walsh had a
long conference last night. . According to
Mr. Walsh, McDonaid declared in an af-
fidavit covering thirteen typewritten
pages that the case against Moon€y was
a “frame up.” . ‘

“McDonald swore in his confcssion,”|
Mr. Walsh said, “that he could not iden-|
tify Mooney as. the man he had seen|
with a suit case prior to the explosionyl
although he identified Mooney during'
the trial. He said that District Attorhey
Fickert, San Francisco prosecutor, had
forced him to make the identification.” |

MecDonald is also alleged to have said!
he was coached with other witnesses in

_|testimony to be given. He asserted he;

fixed the time of seeing the suit case!
dropped at 1.50 o’clock, in the Billings
trial. In the Mooney trial, he said that
at the instance of Agsistant-Attorney R.
Edward Cunham, “he changed the time
to 1380 o’clock in order to break
Mooney’s alibi.”

Nine persons were killed in the explo-
sion. Mooney was sentenced to death
and Billings to life imprisonment. After
every appeal from the sentence had
failed, President Wilson interceded in
Mooney’s behalf and the sentence was
commuted to life imprisonment.
