POLICE COURT

The police court business during the
year 1920 exceeded that of any year
previous. The total amount of fines ex-
ceeded those in 1919 by more than $2,-
000. The fines collected under the pro-
hibition act were not more than $300 in
excess of 1919, During August the sum
of $2,172.50 was collected in fines, which
is more than twice as much as collected
in any other month during the year, The
total for the year is $9,044; in 1919,
$6,758, and 1918, $5,273.

The number of arrests for the year
amounted to 1,727, of which 937 were
on drunkenness charges: in 1919, 1,375
with 851 for drunkenness; in 1918, 1,
076, with 507 for drunkenness.

The amount received under the In-
toxicating Liquor Act, which is payable
to the provincial treasury, “is $9,473;
1919, $9,115; 1918, $9,140. The following
is a summary of the fines collected cach
month: January, $265; February,
$576.60; March, $523; April, $678; May,
$910.50; June, $782.50; July, $783; Aug-
ust, $2,172.50; September, $766; Octo-
ber, $505; November, $625, and Decem=-
 ber, §457.
