APPEAL TO FINANCIERS.

(Iff,'g“ Westminster Gazette.)
e bine Willie” (Rev. G. A.
Studdert-Kennedy, rector of St. Ed-
mund, Lombard street,) livered a
striking address in the Royal Exchange
yesterday, The occasion was one of
the most remarkable in the history of
that historic building. More than a
thousand city workers—many of them
well-known figures in the banking and
insurance world—attended during the
lunch hour a special sérvice “in prepa-
ration for the two-minutes’ silence on
Armistice Day.”

Clerks and typists gave up their
lunch hour to be present. The Lord

and their brilliant robes added impres-
siveness to the ceremony. A choir
drawn from the banks and insurance
offices led the singing, in which stock-
brokers and typists joined with egual
fervor,

Wearing on his surplice the Military
Cross, and speaking with impassioned
eloquence, “Woodbine Willie” appealed
to his hearers, as being men who had
power for peace or war, to “concentrate
the great system” of the money market
to the cause of peace. “Peace at any
price is wrong,” he declared, “but so
is great wealth at any price. You.can
pay too dearlv in human blood and
lives for wealth®

Was it not true to say, he asked
that the greatest power in the world
was money? Was it likely that the
money market was altogether free from
thoroughpaced blackguards? He made
no' general charge, but appealed to
them to cast out those men who helped
to cause wars,

Speaking of Armistice Day, he said
it had become a great tradition. It was
bound to affect the life of the whole
world and the lives of those as yet un-
porn. The problem was how that tra-
dition could bring, not victory on some
future battlefleld, but the inestimable
and necessary blessing of peace,

If civilization could not destroy war,
war would destroy civilization. The
men who died, he declared, were vic-
tims, as Christ was a victim, and
Armistice Day was a day gilded by a
great sacrifice, as Good Friday was.

BRINGS MASTODON BONES

Prof. Shackleford Retuening to New
York With Parts of a Baluchitherium,

San Francisco, Déc. 8—Professor J.
B. Bhackleford of the American. Mus-
eum of Natural History is preparing
to leave for New York with several
bone specimens of ‘a Baluchitherium
mastodon and other specimens of ex-
tinct animals unedrthed by the expedi-
tion which the museum is maintaining
in the Baluchistan region of Central
Mongolia.

An English paleontoligist named
Coper discovered -a few bones of the
mastodon within recent years, but Pro-
