POPE'S CONDITION
SHOWS IMPROVEMENT

The Pontiff, Despite lliness,
Attends to Important Af-
fairs of Church

Rome, Aug. 10.—Dr. Petacci and
Professor Marchiafava visited FPope
Pius early to-day and found his gen-
eral condition improved. This was at-
tributed to the removal of the paticnt
from his small chamber to more spa-
cious quarters, which, according to the
pontiff’s own expression, affords him
the feeling of being in the open air.
The walls of the room are 20 feet high.

Despite his illness, His Holiness raii-
fied the decision of the consistorial
congregation, presented by the secre-
tary, Cardinal G. Delai, appointing the
Right Rev. J. J. Keane, now bishop of
Cheyenne, as -archbishop of Dubuque,
and the Right Rev. Joseph Schrembs
auxillary bishop 'of Grand Rapids, to
be bishop of the new diocese estabilish-
ed at Toledo, which has been detached
from the diocese of Cleveland. The
pope was somewhat worried to-day
over the illness of his sister Rosa, who
is suffering from the effects of the un-
usually hot weather. He asked Dr.
Petaccl to visit her twice daily. The
other two sisters, Anna and Maria, and
the pope's niece, Gilda, are caring for
both patients and frequently went from
one to the other-during the night.

Cardinal Del Val, the papal secre-
tary of state who went to his summer
residence at Montemarie late yester-
day, returned to-day, not wishing to be
long absent from the vatican while the
present condition of the pope continues.

Under the direction of Doctors Mar-
chiafavi and Petaeci, Dr. Andrea Am-
acci, who also is a physician to the
Vatican household, to-day lanced the
Pope’s swollen knee and succeeded in
extracting a liquid of a serum char-
acter. The operation gave the patient
much relief.

GRANMEN OF
EAST OPTIMISTIC

FAVORABLE REPORTS
REGARDING CROPS

It is Now Predigted. Yiaid
* Wheat ‘Will' s Sacu-417
000,000 Bushels

of

Toronto, Aug. 10.—The chief con-
cern of the banking circles of Toronto
and in fact of the whole country cem-
tres just now around the crop pros-
pects. A reporter made a tour of the
grain houses in the city and was sur-
prised to note the extent of the feeling
of optimism regarding the crop outlook
in the west, based on the reports from
their own men in the field.

The concensus of opinion is that the
crop will even surpass the big esti-
mates made by such authorities as Sir
Wm. Whyte of the C. P. R..-who stated
that the .yield should approximate
nearly 200,000,000 bushels. Estimates
far and above this were the rule rather
than the exception among the grain-
men and an average struck from a
round dozen estimates ran into 217,-
000,000 bushels.

Condition in States.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 10.—A. tre-
mendous decline in the condition of
the crops generally throughout the
country, and traceable to drought and
intense heat, occurred during last
month, as indicated by official figures
and estimates made yesterday in the
monthly crop report of the department
of agriculture.

The report is the worst, as to general
crop conditions, that the department
has issued for any single month since
1901. The area most seriously affected
extends from New York and Pennsyl-
vania westward to -the Rocky Moun-
tains, embracing all the great corn,
wheat and hay producing states in the
country.

Conditions in the Pacific Northwest
are regarded as ' excellent, although
during July that territory suffered
from a brief but exceedingly hot period.

While the crops in many instances
probably will be short in the yield per
acre, yet in total production they will
not be small, as shown by the follow-
ing estimates of the yrelds of standard
crops: Corn, 2,620,221,000 bushels;
winter wheat, 455,149,000 Dbushels;
spring wheat, 209,646,000 bushels; oats,
817,700,000 bushels; potatoes, 249,893,-
000 bushels; tobaecco, 600,588,000 pound
and hay, 490,129,000 tons. -

Reports Disappointing.

Chicago, Aug. 10.—While the govern-
ment crop estimates are exceedingly
disappointing to bankers and commis-
sion men here, bankers as a rule do not
accept them as indicative of actual
present conditions in agricultural dis-
tricts. In other words, advices from
bankers at interior points fail to show
crop conditions as bad as the agricul-
tural department shows them.

WARM IN PARIS.

Paris, Aug. 10.—This has been the hot-
test August day Paris has known in 154
years, or ever since the weather bureau
was established. The thermometer regis-
tered 100 degrées in the shade. Parisians
are nearly prostrated by the unusual
heat:

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SERVICE FROM BRISTOL
TO THE PACIFIC PORTS

British Columbia is To-day
Considered the Mecca for
British Emigration

Although not at present able to glve
details, E. Manning Lewis, chief
freight agent of the port of Bristol,
England, stated to the Times this
morning at the Empress that in all
probability a steamship line will be
running shortly between the Puget
Sound district and Bristol. Mr. Lewis
expects negotiations to be sufficiently
advanced to give particulars in the
course of a few days.

Mr. Lewis’ visit is brought about by
the desire and claims of the port of
Bristol to greatly extend its import and
export trade with British Columbia and
the west through the opening of the
Panama canal. Mr., Lewis mentfoned
that although he had not previously
given any interview “in Victoria, the
local “interview’” reproduced this morn-
ing from the Post-Intelligencer was
correct as far as it went.

“Practically every important steam-
ship company in the world is making
enquiries with regard to the harbors
and aecommodation on the Pacific
Coast.”

This statement, said Mr. Lewis, .he
recently heard in Seattle from John
Barrett, director-genera! of the Pan-

tirely convinced that it is absolutely
correct. The opening of the Panama
canal will revolutionize the freight-
carrying trade of the world, and no-
where will the effect be more felt than
in the ports of British Columbia.

ALLEGED IRREGULARITIES.

Pittsburg, Pa., Aug. 9. — That the
stockholders of the Imperial Window
Glass Company, which -was haled into
the United States courts last October
for violation of the Sherman Act, have
been defrauded of a quarter of a mil-
lion dollars, Is the allegation made in
an equity suit filed in the common
pleas court here by Monroe Lemon, &
stockholder and former employee.

In an effort to throw the company
into the hands of a receiver. Lemon re-
cites many charges of irregularities
against Secretary J. B. Johnson, prin-
cipally, and also names President My-
ron L. Cast, Vice-President Mark J.
Healey, and Treasurer J. G. Sayre.

Lemon asks an injunction restraln-
ing the further disbursement of moneys
and prays that a receiver be appointed
to wind up the affairs of the corpor-
ation.

It is alleged in the papers filed that
the corporation was defrauded of
$250,000, which the petitioner declares
Johnson and others conspired to divide
among themselves, under pretext of
paying to outside parties for pretended
services to the company.

It is further declared that the cor-
poration had during the year 1910, bor-
rowed $600,000, er which it was forced
to pay $240,000 interest and that an
illegal conspiracy was arranged be-
tween the officers and others in under-
writing contracts and special rebates
which aggregated almost a quarter of
a million dollars.

The officers of the Imperial Com-
pany are charged with paying large
sums of money to the Pittsburg Plate
Glass Company, under the- pretence of
paying for worthless advertising in a
monthly paper distributed free by the
Pittsburg company. It is charged that
this advertising was a method of cov-
ering a dishonest rebating. In one
year $120,000 was so paid the Piftsburg
company, it is alleged.

SOLDIERS MAY BE
CALLED OUT IN LONDON

Provisions Are Becoming Very
Scarce While Prices Ad-»
vance Steadily

London, Aug. 10.—The neighborhooa
of the docks practically under
mob rule to-day with the result that
there was such a dwindling of food
supplies that the metropolis experi-
enced something akin to what might
happen if a hostile foreign force
should succeed Interrupting Great
Britain’s trade routes.

Unless good progress is made to-
day in the negotiations looking to a
settlement of the strike, the calling
out of the troops seems inevitable, as
the police are unable to deal with the
emergency.

The only quarter where relief wasg
experienced was Billingsgate. There
the striking fish porters were granted
all they demanded and returned to
work to-day.

On the other hand, hundreds of rail -
road carmen quit and several stations
were practically in a state of siege,
strike pickets preventing by force, all
attempts to handle goods. It was the
intention of the strikers to tie up all
street traffic until their demands were
conceded within a few hours.

Should they be successful, London
would be perilously near actual famine
conditions. The stream of motor
traction to-day was hardly half its
usual proportions. So short was the
supply of petrol that hundreds of
motor boats and taxi-cabs were un-
able to move.

The only traffic passing without
fear of interference was that of vans
carrying hospltal stores. They were
labelled with red signs with a permit
froni - the strike committee explaining
that #¥ - must not be interfered with.
fil5 ey A of Tlentification wias -
adopted the hospftals icit a shortase
of ice and other supplies.

Thousands of tons of fruit, vege-
tables and provisions are rotting on
the wharves, and in the freight de-
pots. TUnless they can be moved soon,
they threaten to endanger the general
health. 3

Among the larger consignments
which probably will be a dead loss, is
a huge quantity of California fruits on
the steamer Minnehaha. The Central
Meat and Provision Markets are short
of supplies, and prices have advanced
alarmingly. -

The temper of the strikers appeared
ugly to-day and scenes of violence in-
creased. Throughout the East End
clashes were frequent wherever at-
tempts were made to move a wagon.
The men would intervene and brush-
ing aside the inadequate police squads
overturn the wagons and scatter their
loads in the gutters. ' Police charges
were made every few minutes, but
with little effect.

The board of trade is seeking a set-
tlement of the strike.

London, Aug. 10.—(Later.)—The
trouble- with the coal porters was set-
tled at the board of trade conference
this afternoon. The demands of the
lightermen and carmen remain 40 be
adjusted.

Troops at Aldershot were held in
readiness throughout the day to pro-
ceed to London if the disturbances con-
tinued.

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Soldiers at Liverpool.

Liverpool, Aug, 10.—Detachments of
troops arrived here to-day to assist the
police who have been unable to controi
the striking rioters. A fusilade of brick-
bats and stones met the soldiers, but
they finally took up a strategic position
and enabled the police, by baton
charges, to effect a clearance of the
provisions and other goods at the
Central railway station.

FALLS TO HIS DEATH.

Kingston, Aug. 10.—Captain Lewlis
Morrison, about 45 years of age, living
near Sarnia, was killed last night as
result of a fall on his vessel, the
steamer Arcadian, which discharged
grain here. He fell from between
decks to the lower deck. His skull
was fractured and death was almost
instantaneous.

TWO CHILDREN DROWNED.

Beaumaris, Muskoka, Aug. 9.—While
paddling in the water immediately in
front of their father’'s summer cottage
here yesterday, Samuel and Elizabeth
Willock, aged seven and five years, re-
spectively, walked beyond their depth
and were drowned.
