Carpenters Refuse to Consider Witima-
tum Bubmitted by Builders’
Asseciation.

As a' result of the uitimatum drawn up
at a meeting of the Builders’ Association
held on Saturday evening and submitted
to tli¢ Carpenters’ Union a strike' has
been declared by the uniom.

Oné of the members of the Builders’
Assoeintion - said Monday - that’ un-
doubitédly tke principal sufferers would be’
the union men. On account ef the stand
taken by the association, dlready mnon-
union men, on whom the umion counted
for co-operation, were coming back te
work. He pointed out, hewever, that if
the men showed a disposition to come te
an amicable agreement the association
. might see its way clear to modify the
‘eonditions upon the request of the union.

The principal prewision: of the associa-
tion’s ultimatum te which the’' union
takes ‘exception is that demanding the
exclusion from among their members or
union contraectors. It is pointed out that
under certain clauses in the constitution
niepibers of long standing are entitled
téo beénefit fees and privileges it would be
a hardship to surrender.

Saturday’s meeting eof the Builders’
Association ivas well attended. After
the transaction ef the routine business a
delegation ~ from the Carpenters’ and
Joiners’ Union was admitted and the fol-
lowing ultimatum submitted:
